of the alkali water that alone has been
available for use.

The boiler of well No, 1 on the In-
come property has just been opened for
the first time since the use of the newly
discovered water was begun, and after
the initial run the boiler was found to
be perfectly free from gcale.

Along the northern border of this
company’s property on section 14, 20-14
is a series of springs that feed the Los
Gatos creek at that point, The water,
however, soon sinks into the sand and
is lost to sight.

In order to develop its water supply
the Coalinga income sunk a large pit
among these springs last February,
and since that time has secured all the
water needed for the boiler of well
No. 1 and for other lease purposes.

The water from these springs sinks
into a stratum of water sand and lies
about 200 feet above the oil sand in
that territory and the supply seems to
be inexhaustible. An analysis of the
water is now being made, and if the
water is proved to be anywhere near
pure the oil companies operating there
will find ample relief from the boiler
trouble long experienced.

Purchase Price Represented in
Deal Aggregates Al-
most $750,000

GLOBE, June 6.—As the result of a
mining deal closed in this city last
week, the property of the Dixon Copper
company in the Warrior district has
been taken over by El Paso capitalists
on a development basis, which prom-
ises thoroughly to exploit this property
within the next few years.

The deal has been pending for some
time, and was closed after Fred Ny-
meyer, wresident of the Dixon Copper
company, Lhad visited El Paso and re-
turned to this city with representatives
of the E!
