A .slow up movement
tir.-iffgpd Itself imt and then yielded on
ii diminishing scale Of dealings under
this process.

The morning advance was accom-
panied by professions of satlsfai tlon on
the part of the boardroom element over
the approaching end pf the railroad
struggle ami by expressed hopes that
public agitation <>f measures against
the rallrqads would quiet down after-
ward. From the railroads, however,
claims of the necessity for further rate 1

ii,lvalues were urged In prder to enlist
needed capital for the conduct of their
business, From this it was Inferred
that the hearings before the Inti rstate
commerce commission on the proposed
Increases are to be accompanied by a
further protestation of the. insufficiency
o] present earnings to attract capital.

Pending the settlement of the rate
question there la Ihe I'enr that demand
for stocks and bonds by foreign in-
\ i tors will be Impaired.
