NOVEL TREATING PLANT

INSTALLED AT LOMPOC
Oil Passes Through 1200 Volts,

and Distillate Is Drawn

from Heavy Fluid

SANTA MARIA, July l.—The latest
novelty to be introduced Into the Santa

.Maria field is an enormous treating
plant recently built by the California
Oilfields, Ltd. It cost $60,000 and will
treat »00 barrels of oil a day. The com-
pany Installed this plant on its lease
in the Lompoc ileld, where il is with-
in a tew yards of one of the produc-
ing wells. The oil from this well passes
through 1200 volts of electricity, and
this process enables the distillate to
be drawn oft from the heavy oil. The
plans for the plant were drawn by

a San Francisco company and it is
the first of its type, although electric
treatment has been in vogue for a
number of years.

The Union Oil company has pur-

chased from the D. O. Mills esiate
the steamer Thomas and will cora-
vert into an oil tanker. The Vessel
\u25a0will have a capacity of 3MuO barrels,

Palmers Nos. 1 and 2, the pro-
ducing wells, arc estimated to be aver-
aging about 55,000 barrels of oil per
month at this time, although No. 2 is
expected to again become a gusher
when the hole is cleangd out, thus
doubling the productlpn.

On the Western Union lease In the
oil field No. 2 has been cemented at
the depth of Sl4O feet, in order to shut
off the water at the bottom. When
pumping the water off preparatory to
forcing In the cement a large quantity
of oil can be expected when properly
finished up. On No. 34 the crow has
had much bad luck fishing for tools
that became lodged in holes.

At the West well in Cat canyon the
perforator has been placed *ln position
and the task of getting the water out
Is making good progress. There are
500 feet of high grade oil on the top

of the water, and the balance will
be continued until the bottom is
reached. It Is confidently expected that

the well will prove a dividend payer
to the stockholders, the present indi-
cations being excellent.

GETS CONCESSION TO
CONSTRUCT RAILROAD

HERMOSILLO, Mex., July I.—A. F.
Tarin, cashier of the Bank of Sonora
here, and associates, who have secured
,1 federal concession for a railroad
from Ures through Hermoslllo to Kino
bay, on the Gulf of California, have
asked for a supplementary concession
covering a line north from Urea to
Arizpe and thence to Aqua Prleta, on
the international border below Douglas,
•where connection would be made with
the El Paso & Southwestern.

The possibilities of a railroad from
Urea to Kino bay passing through the
capital have been brought to the at-
tention of Dutch capitalists with a

view to construction of the line. The
concession, which is for 90 years, pro-

vides for the completion of at least
forty kilometers within eighteen
months, and the completion of the en-

tire road within four years. It allows
passenger charges up to 5 cents a kilo-
meter, and freight charges of from 3
to 9 cents per ton per kilometer. A
deposit of J25.000 in government bonds
was necessary In connection with the
concession.

MINE BEING REOPENED
MAY BE BIG PRODUCER

I^RESCOTT, July I.—What is be-
lieved to be the beginning of one of
the heaviest gold producers of the
future in this county is that |n evi-
dence at the present time at the camp
of the Venezia gold mines, which Is to
resume operations immediately.

This syndicate has purchased and
has dismantled, the twenty-stamp Mes-
cal mill on the Hassayampa river, and
it is being taken to Crook Canyon and
placed In position.

With the installing of this plant thn

Venezia people have also ordered a
complete hoisting plnnt and other me-

chanical utilities nnd inaugurated an
extensive system of mine ,;. vt lopment

This machinery is being placed in
position, and a force is also employed

in grading for the mill. The old shaft
is being retimbcred to a depth of 77
feet, to permit of further sinking, the
intention being to reach » depth of at
least 500 feet. At another point on
the lode a tunnel runs for a distance
of 400 feet, and this nlso will be ex-

tended to a point SOO feet in, until the
apex o<" the mountain is passed under,

giving a virtical depth of over 500 feet
on the vein.

BAKERSFIELD, July l.—The Amer-
ican Oilfields well in the southwest
corner of section 12, 31-22 has gone into
the oil sand. Quite a blowout resulted,
but the well was closed in as soon as
possible. The hole is 1900 feet deep
and a test of the oil showed it to be
19 gravity.

ADMIT 1.035.545 ALIENS
• TO U. S.; SHOWS INCREASE

Standard of Immigrants Not So
High, Is Belief

WASHINGTON, July I.—An esti-
mate that the total number of immi-
grant aliens admitted at all ports of
the United States during- the last
fiscal year reached 1,035,545, was made
by Commissioner General Keefe today.

This Is an increase of 283,759 over the
number admitted last year.

The non-immigrant aliens admitted,
that is, those coming to the United
States temporarily, only reached 145,-

--431, which is a falling Off of 47,028,
while, the total number of all persons
debarred during the year was 24,200.

Last year only 11,000 were debarred.
The remarkable increase in the num-

ber of those debarred is looked on
from differing standpoints among im-
migration officials. Some claim that
the class of Immigrants is not so high
as- it was a year af;'J.
