She will stand any number of sets and
keep her forehand top drive working
steadily for the aces throughout the
sets. She is tireless and this is a
great asset for a tennis player; she is
easily the greatest general of the la-
dies in court play and although Miss
Hotchkiss possesses a greater variety
of the chops and lobs Miss Sutton out-
points her in the things that go the

farthest toward making a woman
champion.

Miss Hotchkiss plays more of an
overhead game than any of the wo-

man players exept our own little Mary
Browne, and this style of play has al-
ways been a tiresome one for the femi-
nine element in the game. There is no
woman player who can stand the strain
of continued overhead play. Mrs. Lam-
bert Chalmers, nee Miss Douglas, was
the only living woman player who ever
attempted the overhead style to any
great extent before Miss Hotchkiss,
and Mrs., Chalmers was easy for May
