Chief County Detective Browne Is
Back Without Prisoners

Chief Browne of District Attorney
Fredericks' department of criminal in~
vestigation returned from Reno, Nev.,,
yesterday morning, where he had been
gsent to take charge of Attorney Fred

Thompson and wife, who were under
arrest in Reno, charged with being
fugitives from justice.

The Thompsons are accused by Or-
lando F. Altorre, a former clerk in the
Los Angeles postoffice, with recelving
stolen currency which was taken from
the malls by Altorre.

Thompson was kept under surveil-
ance in Reno until the artival of Chief
Browne. The latter stated that when
Thompson endeavored to dictate when
and by which route they should re-
turn to this city, he promptly placed
Thompson behind the bars and de-
tained Mrs. Thompson. After passing
a night in the Reno jail the attorney
gecured his own and wife’s release by
depositing a ail bond of $500 for each.
John Quinn and J. Nolan, proprietors
of the Palace gambling house in Reno,
signed the bail bonds which gave the
accused Los Angeles coupte their free-
dom. They have wuntil July 12 to
surrender themselves' to District At-
torney Fredericks or to the Reno of-
ficlals.

It 18 known that the couple left
Reno in their new touring car Wednes-
day evening. They are belleved to be
headed this way.

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JUDGE WORKS TALKS 0N
AMERIGAN CITIZERSHIP

Delivers Impressive Address at
Monthly Meeting of the
New York Society

“American Citizenship” was the sub-
ject on which Judge John D. Works
last night addressed the regular
monthly meeting of the New York
State society in Maple hall, and he took
advantage of every minute of his
speech to impress, particularly upon
the voters present, the great import-
ance of going to the polls and meeting
the issues which are there presented
and’ declded.

“The hope of the country depends
upon the integrity of individual citi-
zens,” sald Judge Works. He spoke
of the government as a great corpora-
tion of people in which there should be
no silent partners. He sald that the
man who does not study and meet
at the polls the many issues is an
enemy to hjs country; that the success
of the country, depends upon the citi-
zens and if they neglect their rights
their liberties may be impaired and
its downfall result. .

The speaker said that the greatest
peril of the country was the so-called
good citizen, the citizen who was good
in the respect that he observed laws,
lived right, etc., but neglected his duty
at the polls,

In his estimation moral, not political
questions are of most importance now.
He pointed to Roosevelt as one of the
greatest of moral teachers, and spoke
of Governor Hughes of New York as
another man who stands for the same
principles. His address was vigorous-
ly applauded.

There were perhaps 300 members of
the society present.

The remainder of the program con-
sisted of two piano solos by Miss Har-
riet James, one of which was on the
program, and the other given in re-
sponse to an encore,

Mrs. W. B. Saulsbury gave a recita-
tion, and in response to two vigorous
encores followed it with two more sim-
ilar numbers,

Miss Marie Hilton sang a solo and
responded to an encore, as also did
Miss Carrie Tallman,

A surprise of the gathering was the
unexpected serving of refreshments by
women members of the organization at
the close of the program.

NOTED ENGINEER
LAUDS AQUEDUCT

Says Problem Has Been Neatly
and Economically

Worked Out

HAS SEEN ALL BIG PROJECTS

E. E. Meyer Passes Four Days in
Tour of Inspection of
Long Waterway

“I have inspected storage reservoirs
and aqueducts all over the world, in
fact have made a special study of that
class of engineering, yet nowhere have
I seen them so neatly and economically
worked out as here.”

Such was the tribute, paid the Los
Angeles aqueduct and the engineers
building it, last evening, by E. E.
Meyer, government engineer of the
island of Java, Dutch East Indies, Mr.
Meyer returned to Los Angeles last
evening after a four-day inspection trip
over the great work, in which he went
into minute details, as only a trained
engineer can, and the above was his
verdict,

Commissioned by his government, the
noted foreigner has been traveling
around the world inspecting the great
engineering projects for storing and
transporting water. He has visited
Egypt, India, the southern countries of
Europe and the United States, yet in
none did he find better ideas or meth-
ods prevailing than in Los Angeles, ac-
cording to his statement last even-
ing.

“The aqueduct will be a great suc-
cess if the same methods are used to
the end as those in vogué now. 1 was
especially attracted by the storage res-
ervoirs which are being built. Perhaps
that is because Java is preparing to
build many of the same nature. I
cannot find the correct English words
to express to your understanding why
the Los Angecles methods are the best,
but I feel confident that had the best
engineers of any country been build-
ing your aqueduct they would have
proceeded along similar lines.

“In Java, as the entire island is un-
der irrigation, it is necessary to be
continually building reservoirs in which
to store water. It is the intention of
my government to extend and increase
the production of sugar cane to a
great degree, and for this reason we
must have reservoirs. In our wet
season an average of eighty inches of
rain falls and it would seem that that
amount would be sufficient for all agri-
culture. Yet such is not the case, as
in the monsoon months the dry hot
winds make irrigation ,necessary——ln-
deed vital to the welfare of 30,000,000
people. I understand the same con-
ditions prevail here, to a certain ex-
tent, and people of Southern California
will understand just how vital the
question of water is and why my gov-
ernment should go to the expense of
sending engineers this long distance
for ideas. The fame of the great work
you are undertaking has spread in
engineering circles throughout the

world."”
