This, coupled with Kell-
ogg's record as high man In the militia
regimental shoot ,to select a team to go
north, sald shoot held last week, makes
Kellogg think he really knows how to shoot,
something ne has doubled oft before.

Accused of Embezzlement from|

Wealthy Widow Six
Years Ago

DENVER, July 10.—Frederick Tur-
ner, resident manager for the Cudahy
Packing company in San Francisco,
and formerly holding the same position
here, passed through here today in
charge of Detectives Bernard Flood
and Daniel Costigan of New York on
his way to the coast to answer to
charges of embezzlement of some $7000

six years ago. Mrs. Irene Dennison, a
wealthy widow of Lake George, N. Y.,
for whom it js said Turner acted as
private secretary from November, 1903,
to December, 1904, is the complainant.

According to her sworn allegations
Turner was given eight checks of about
$880 each, with instructions to deposit
them to her credit in the Fifth Avenue
bank of New York. Instead, she avers,
Turner played the market and then
disappeared, leaving his wife behind
him. No trace of him was found until
June 15, when the police heard he was
in San Francisco and secured his ex-
tradition,

In the Mmtervening years Turner is
said to have started at the bottom
with the Cudahy company of Chicago,
worked his way up to a good position
i nOmaha and to have been transferred
to Denver and San Francisco later, al-
ways doing excellent work. He is un-
shackled on his journey, occupying a
Pullman compartment, and is said to
be giving his captors no trouble.

TROOPS CALLED FOR TO
QUIET STRIKING MINERS

HALIFAX, N. 8., July 10.—A hurry
call for troops was received here tl?-
night on account of an outbreak of ri-
oting at the Cumberland Coal and Rail-
way company's collieries at Springhill,
N. 8., where more than 2000 men, all
members of the United Mine Workers
of America, have been on strike for
more than a year. The police tonight
dispersed the rioters, but as further
trouhle is feared three companies of
infantry, one battery of artillery and
a company of ambulance corps will be
sent to the scene.

associations that have been seeking
to establish on a firm footing the open
shop system. The money will be given
by the various unions and more will
be raised as needed by assessment.

MIXES VINEGAR WITH HIS
OPIUM AND ENDS LIFE

Once Wealthy Chinaman Found
Dead in Rear of Theater

OGDEN, July 10.—His face still cast
in the characteristic expression of him
who indulges in the soothing dreams
of the poppy drug, the lifeless body of
Wong Toy, a one-time influential Chi-
nese, was found in a secluded spot back
of the Ogden theater. Nearby was a
curiously wrought Chinese saucer con-
taining vinegar and opium, a mixture
said to be deadly. Suicide is thought
to have been the motive. Death had
occurred at least two days ago, accord-
ing to Dr. J. W. Pidcock, who made
the examination, The body, reclining
in sleeping posture, with the face to the
sky, was stumbled over by a Greek
laborer, Tom Agaras, at 11 o'clock,
scarcely fifty feet from Twenty-fifth
street,

News of the discovery brought half
the Chinese colony from lower Twenty-
fifth stret, and all recognized Wong
Toy as a former wealthy merchant,
who had lived a secluded life in recent
years.

The body was removed to the Larkin
undertaking morgue, where the county
physician held a port mortem, pro-
nouncing death to have' heen caused
by an overdose of opium and vinegar.
The funeral will be held under the aus-
pices of the local Chinese colony.

Wong Toy was about 50 years old.
He had lived in this country a number
of years, but still ¢clung to the ancient
customs, wearing a queue and dr«-ssin;.:(
in the customary oriental silks. His|
fortune had melted away recently over |
the gaming tables, and during the last
few months Wong had been employeil
periodically as a cook for several con-
struction gangs working near the city.

Light

LARGER NUMBER EXPECTED

Capacity of Institution to Be
Taxed—Room for but
Fifty More

—

MEXICO CITY, July 10.—More than
two hundred youngsters, ranging from
the kindergarten to the graduatior age,
gathered before the doors of the Amer-
ican school in the seventh Calle de Al-
tamirano No. 130 awaiting admittance
and enrollments for the 1910-1911 vear.

Children of varied natures tried
energetically to take the proceeding as
a matter of course, but giggles and the
('!mttr’r of yvoung tongues broke the
Sl]l"nltl! which they tried in vain to
maintain. Youngsters of diminutive
size clutched at the hands of larger
sisters and brothers and when Super-
!ntr-ndvnt Wilbur H. Lynch began the
inspection of his new charges all filed
mtn the office bashfully and accepted
his hand and greeting.

Superintendent Ynch has been at
the head of the American school for
four years. The attendance today was
fu!l. about 200 children registering, Of
this number thirty are new students.
'l"ln- registration of Mexican students
did not come up to expectations, only
three new ones entering, but it is
thought that tomorrow will see an en-
largement of the Mexican list. That
the school’s capacity will be taxed
there is little doubt, this, the first day
having already furnished all but fifty
of the capacity,

There are thirty candidates for grad-
uation in the high school class and nine
tots averaging 5 years of age in the
kindergarten.

An addition to the teaching staff has
been made in that Miss Dathene Roach
has been appointed a .teacher. She will
assist in handling the second and third
grades. The increased registration
necessitated this appointment, dividing
the primary work.

Miss Emily Bishop and Miss Ade-
laide Banta have charge of the high
school class. Miss Laura Davis has
the eighth grade, Miss Anna Wetmore
the fifth and sixth, Miss Jane Soule
the third and fourth, Mrs. Margaret
Murfey the first and second, and Mrs
Oro Miller the kindergarten, ‘

Fennel Davis has been appointed
clerk in the office. This is also a
new appointment.

The building is in excellent condi-
tion, having been thoroughly renovated
and newly furnished.

The sessions will be from 9 to 12:30
o'clock a. m. and from 2:30 to 4:15
o'clock p. m.,, with a recess of fifteen
minutes in the morning.

CELEBRATORS HURL 431
BUSHELS OF CONFETTI

Sale of Bright Bits Nets Fourth
of July Fund $2200

MEXICO CITY, July 10.—A total of
13,200 bags of confetti—approximately
431 bushels of the tiny bits of culti-
colored paper—were thrown away by

Americans celebrating the Fourth of
July at Chapultepec cafe grounds. This
morning workmen were engaged in
scraping into piles for the garbage
man the gay carpeting of the walks,
heedless of the fact that the people
who placed it there paid something
like $3200 for the privilege.

The money received for the sale of
the confetti, however, is a little less
than one-third of the gross receipts of
the celebration. Just how much the
executive committee will have to turn
over to the American school is not yet
known, but it will be in the neighbor=-
hood of $2500.
