PLEASED BY SELF

Likes Cabinet Place, Won't Re-
sign, and Tells of His

Own Efficiency

WOULD LIKE TO PLEASE ALL

Arrives in Seattle for Summer

Vacation in an Exalted
Frame of Mind

SEATTLE, July 13.—Secretary of the
Interior Richard A. BalHnger arrived
home from Washington tonight to pass
the summer vacation. The first thing

the secretary said on his arrival is that
he has no intention of resigning. \u25a0

Secretary Balllnger stated he had no
intention of taking any active part in
politics in this state during the present
campaign.

"Ithas been frequently stated," said
the secretary, "that I intend to resign,
and that I have moved my household
furniture away from Washington.

There is absolutely no foundation for
any such statements. I am not made
of the resigning material, and do not
propose to gratify those persons who
\u25a0want me to resign. That is not my ob-
ject in being in office.

"I expect to administer the interior
department In a legal manner and in a
manner which I believe will ultimately
receive the approbation of everyone,

PJ^EASED BY CONGRESS
"Iam greatly pleased with the legis-

lation enacted by congress ~ affecting

the interior department, and which for
the most part has been the enactment
of the policies of the administration in
giving legal authority to withdraw
public lands for the purpose of classi-
fication, and to enable congress to en-
act legislation for the proper disposition
of the public domain.

"The $20,000,000 reclamation bond is-
eue was an administration measure, as

•was the largely increased appropria-
tion for the survey of public lands, not
only in the United States, but the
$100,000 appropriation for surveys in
Alaska. .

"The interior department secured
through congress more substantial leg-

islation at the last session than for
(several years previous. A very fine
measure passed was that which enables
surface entry in lands containing coal
and the disposition of the coal under
appropriate laws.

"I take great satisfaction, not only in
the results affecting the interior de-
partment, but the other departments
as -well. I feel particularly glad that
President Taft has secured the fulfill-
ment of substantially all the party
pledges."

TO PROBE SANITY OF
WANDERER IN STREETS

Santa Fe R. R. Clerk Found
Sleepless and Hungry

After wandering about the streets of
Los Angeles for two days and nights
without anything to eat or any sleep,

O. A. Handfield, 32 years old, clerk for
the Santa Fe railroad, was found at
Second and Hill streets yesterday
morning by Patrolman Robinson and
taken to the receiving hospital. He
was taken to the county hospital yes-
terday afternoon, where he will be de-
tained until he is taken before the
lunacy commission for a hearing as
to his sanity.

According to the police, Handfield
left his home at Oxnard Monday morn-
ing to come to work. H« did not re-
port at the office and did not return
to his home in the evening, as he was
accustomed to doing. Believing that
he had stayed In the city with friends
his relatives did not report his dis-
appearance to the police until Tuesday

afternoon. He has not been feeling
\u25a0well of late and together with financial
troubles it is thought it affected his
mind.

PRIMARY ELECTIONS WILL
CAUSE LEGAL HOLIDAY

Hartley Shaw, chief deputy district
attorney, has given as his opinion that
August 16, the date of the first state-
wide primary election, will be a legal
holiday, the same as any regular elec-
tion. In rendering his opinion Mr.
Shaw said:

"The code provides that every day on
which an election is held throughout
the state shall be a legal holiday.
While there have been former primary
elections, they were held only in cer-
tain specified cities and were not
Btate holidays, but the coming- election
is the first to be held throughout tho
state."

JAMES W. TAGGART,
APPEAL COURT JURIST
WHO DIED YESTERDAY

JUSTICE TAGGART DIES
AFTER BRIEF ILLNESS

Associate on Court of Appeals

Bench Was Formerly In-

structor at U. S. C.

Death claimed Jnmes William Tag-
gart, associate Justice of the second
district court of appeals, yesterday
after an illness of six days' duration.
He complained of pains Thursday af-
ternoon, and on calling the family phy-
sician it was learned that he had a
seroious intestinal ailment. Despite
the best of medical aid, he passed away
at the family residence, 225 Andrews
boulevard, at 2:45 o'clock.

Justice Taggart was a native of AVest
"Virginia, aged 51 years, and has been a
resident of Los Angeles since his elec-
tion as an associate Judge of the ap-
pellate court In 1906. Prior to that time
he presided as a superior Judge for
Santa Barbara county and resided in
Santa Barbara.

At one time he was an instructor in
the University of Southern California
law department ancl took a good deal of
Interest in the work of the students.
He was a member of the Elks and Ma-
sons, having Joined both fraternal or-
ganivations while a resident of Santa
Barbara.

Justice Tagcart is survived by a wid-
ow and by three children, Klsie, Kath-
erine and Deacon Taggart. Funeral
services will be held from the family
residence Friday afternoon at 2 o'clock,
and Interment will be in Rosedale cem-
etery.

RAILWAY RUSHES WORK
ON SEVENTH ST. REPAIRS

Board of Public Works Inspector

Satisfied with Progress

Made by Corporation

An inspection of the work being

done in Seventh street by the Los An-
geles Railway company was made
yesterday by W. M. Humphreys of the
board of public works and George J.
Kuhrts, the company's engineer. Mr.

Kuhrts sought to convince Mr. Hum-
phreys that the work was being done
as expeditiously as possible and that
the company was trying to minimize
the trouble caused by traffic block-
ados each evening in Broadway. Mr.
Humphreys said, after inspecting the
work, that the company seemed to be
doing all it could do.
It was stated by the engineering de-

partment yesterday that the work of
removing the third rail along one
track will be finished tonight. Then
it will remain for the paving company
to pave the trafck. Then the third rail
of the other track must be removed.

The blockade In Broadway was not
so extensive last night. The company
chantrc'l its system and permitted tho
downtown ears, which carry few per-
sons ii ;n the supper hour, to line up
west of the single track which has to

care for the traffic. The heavily load-
ed outbound cars, carrying thousands
to their homes, were put through as
rapidly as possible.

$1,280,347 OF STREET
WORK DONE DURING YEAR

Report of City Engineer Shows
Remarkable Growth of

Los Angeles

City Engineer Homer Hamlln filed
his annual report yesterday with the
secretary of the board of public works,
showing that during the fiscal year Just
closed there were $1,280,347.46 of street
and other improvements completed by
the city engineer's department.

The number of miles of paved streets
for which plans were presented were
21.969, while 12.198 miles of graded and
graveled street plans were prepared
by the city engineer.

Plans for 143.627 miles of curbs, side-
walks and gutters were prepared, and
a total of 34.167 miles of street work
was accepted by the city.

House numbers, issued in conjunction
with building permits, to the number
of 10.064, were given out by the city

engineer. In his report he speaks of
the difficulty encountered in rearrang-
ing the numbering of the city's streets
because of the territory acquired
through consolidation.

The department received 3360 orders
of improvement from the council and
Issued 27fi2 permits for the construction
of sewers.

DENIES REQUEST TO RAISE
ASSESSMENT ON PROPERTY

Council Hears Protests Regard-
ing Violations in City

The owners of the American Na-
tional Bank building at Second and
Broadway yesterday asked the city
council, sitting as a board of equaliza-
tion, to reduce its assessment from
11 10 to $500, on the grounds that it
iv;is the intention to wreck the build-
ing, and in view of this, $500 would
represent the amount that could be

realized from the wreckage.

It was shown that March 7, when
the assessment was made up, the
building was standing, and worth the
amount of the assessment. The pro-
test was denied.

Contrary to the tactics of most of
the property owners who appear before
the board, F. W. Kellogg of San Pe-
dro asked that the assessment be
raised on two lots he owns in the
Rudecinda tract at San Pedro. The
lots were assessed at $200 and $300 re-
spectively, and. Kellogg asked that the
assessment be raised to $600 and $1000.
The board thoroughly inquired into
Kellogg's reason for asking for the
raise In assessment, and discovered
that he had been at war with other
property owners of the district in
which his lots are located. The re-
quest was denied.

MRS. HENRY A. PALMER
DIES AT AGE OF 65

Woman Direct Descendant of a
Signer of Declaration

Mrs. Jane Olivia Day Palmer, wife
of Henry A. Palmer, died yesterday at
her home, 1741 Harvard boulevard. She
had lived In California sixty-one years.

Mrs. Palmer was 65 years of age.
She leaves, besides tier husband, two
sons, Dr. T. S. Palmer of Washington,
D. C, and Dr. Harold K. Palmer of
the United States reclamation service;

also a daughter, Miss Elizabeth Day
Palmer, a teacher in the Los Angeles
high school.

Mrs. Palmer was a daughter of Sher-
man Day, a pioneer of California, a
state senator, a United States surveyor

general of California in 1870 and a
direct descendant of Roger Sherman,
a signer of the Declaration of In-
dependence.

Funeral Eervices will be held from
the family residence Saturday after-
noon at 2 o'clock. The body will be
cremated.

INTOXICATION DEFENSE
FREES ALLEGED FORGER

Ten minutes only were required yes-
terday for the Jury in the case of B.
