CHICAGO, July 28.—Despite nervousness on
the part of July shorts first, and September
shorts later, the wheat market today showed an
underlying tone of weakness. The big local con-
centration in September tended to help that
future as compared to the more deferred
months. Although July shorts here are in a
dilemma because the wheat arriving here can-
not be gotten into public elevators in time fi
delivery this month, cash wheat was weak.
There was, however, a decided falling off in
country acceptances of over-night bids. First
threshings of new spring wheat from Southern
I"innesota show yields of 25 to 35 bushels per
acre, and weight of 60 to 63 pounds per bushel,
news was weak on wheat, the reversal in corn
had a good deal to do with the closing re-
action,

Somewhat cooler weathar finally overspread
the corn belt, although the southwest was
clear and hot early. Rains were falrly gen-
eral in Iowa, and much of Illinols, and local
owners of corn who were responsible for the
recéent sharp upturn tried to unload. Country
acceptances of last night’s bids showed a big
increase. Iowa =sold some mixed corn here,
the first in months. Tt looks as though the
backbone of the advance was broken and that
on any bulges again it might be sold.

Hedging sales against very large purchases
of cash oats made over night, and free un-
loading by longs, weakened oats. The harvest
is completed up to a level with Chicago, and
the yields are excellent. A big crop is prac-
tically secured.

Trade was slow in provisions, and the mar-
ket heavy on large run of hogs and the de-
cline of 10 centg at the yards. Local scalpers
worked mainly on the selling side because of
the weakness in the grains,
