WRECKED ON REEF

Perry Hopelessly Grounded on a
Long Projecting Obstruction

in Bering Sea

THE VESSEL IS A TOTAL LOSS 1

Officers and Crew Distributed to

Other Ships of Seal-

ing Fleet

> (Associated Press)

WASHINGTON, Aug. 2.—The first
\u25a0erlous wreck of a revenue cUttter
Bin. .- the Gallatin was driven on a
rock In Boston harbor in a heavy
snowstorm eighteen years ago became
known today when official advices re-
ported that the Perry, carrying half a
hundred officers and men, had run on
a dangerous reef in Bering sea and was
a total loss.

No lives were lost, and the men have
been distributed among the other craft
that guard the sealing herds and per-

form other duties in those far northern
\u25a0waters.

A cablegram from Nome, Alaska,

states that the Perry struck Tonkl
Point reef, off St. Paul Island, in a
dense fog last Saturday. The officers
and crew were taken off by the revenue
cutters Tahoma and Manning. The
Perry's engine room and hull are
flooded, and the officers of the Tahoma
and Manning ordered the abandon-
ment of the Perry as a total loss.

An Inquiry Into the wreck will be
held at Valdez in September.

The message states that tlie Tahoma
had a Japanese seal poacher In two
and was summoned to the scene of the
wreck by wireless.

News of the loss of the Perry was
telegraphed to the treasury department
by Captain Foley, the senior officer of
the Bering sea fleet. In his dispatch
received today he reported that the
vessel filled with water and that there
were no wrecking appliances in the
neighborhood.

Captain Foley visited the wreck, or-
dered her stripped and abandoned and
her complement distributed to other
vessels. The Perry was commanded
by Captain Haake and carried fifty

officers and men. Captain Haake has
been assigned as an aid to Captain
Foley. Dispatches concerning the ac-
cident were sent from the revenue cut-
ter Tahoma by way of Nome.

The scene of the wreck Is a danger-

ous locality, as a reef projects about
one and a half miles off shore.

TO ATTEND CELEBRATION

Poor Children of City to Be Given

New Clothes

SAN ANTONIO, Tex.. Aug. 2.— A1l
poor children in Mexico City will get
new clothes in the near i'uture, in or-
der that during September, in which
month Mexico will celebrate the cen-
tennial of her Independence, they may
be an ornament rather than just typi-
cally Mexican. This is in line with an
order recently issued by the authori-
ties of the federal district to the effect
that during the same period the coun-
try people entering the City of Mexico
must wear a la mode pants and hats,

instead of the white flowing pantaloons
and sombreros so much in favor with
the rural Mexican. Thousands of vis-
itors are expected at the capital, and
rather than figure as a city of Latin
qualntness, a stage which really has
been passed, Mexico City intends to
spruce up into the most modern of the
modern.

The money necessary to clothe the
waifs of the city, some 5000 in number,
is now being raised through the ef-
forts of a number of prominent Mexi-
can women, among them Benora Car-
men Romero Rubio de Diaz, wife of
the president, and Senora Sofia Oslo de
Landa y Escandon, wife of the gover-
nor of the federal district.

CONTINUES HEARING OF
SAN RAFAEL WATER CASE

Supervisors Hear the Petition of

Land Purchasers for Fix-
ing of Rates

A petition, sinned by fifty residents
of San Rafael Heights, North Gar-
vansa and Annandale, was received by

the board of supervisors yesterday. The
petitioners request the board to lower
the water rates charged by the San
Rafael Ranch company. Many of the
signers and p. A. Stephenson, attor-
ney for the ranch company, appeared
before the board.

At the commencement of the hearing
Attorney Stephenson stated that the
company has contracts setting forth
the water rates with practically all the
consumers, and that because of this
the board of supervisors has no legal

right l" change the rates.
Hartley Shaw, deploy district attor-

ney, examined several of the company's

contracts and then Informed the su-

pervisors that In his opinion there Is
nothing to hinder the board from fix-
ing the rates. -

Mr. Stephenson then stated that the
purchasers of land from the ranch com-
pany had contracted for the water with
their purchases and that some of the
North Qarvanga residents had been
furnished with water at their request.
In many of the deals contracts bail
been signed by the company and the
consumers, while in other cases the
rates were only set forth in receipts
given the consumers after connections
had been made. One of these receipts

was in evidence yesterday and It show-
ed the rates as being $1.50 for the first
-,00 cubic feet and 15 cents thereafter
for each 100 cubic feet.

When it became plain that the books
of the company would have to be
brought before the board, the hearing

A CHANCE TO RECOVER'

Slain San Diego Firemen Will Be
Buried Today

man, were reported no better today at
the hospital where they were taken
immediately after the shooting.

life. He was dangerously wounded .and
since early yesterday morning his con-
dition has shown no improvement.. The funeral of Engineer Donald F.

U. S. SENATOR ROOT ARGUES
