Sunset Yacht Club to Hold Its

The Sunset Yacht club will hold its
second race since the club’s organiza-
tion Sunday afternoon, the ciub mem-
bers racing their boats over a twelve-
mile course off Long Beach for a
beautiful silver trophy cup offered by
the Virginia hotel. A number of the
speediest yachts in southern waters
have entered for Sunday's racing and
a most exciting time is anticipated,

Contrary to their former mode of
procedure in the twelve-mile race, the
yachts will not sail around a three
four-mile-leg course as formerly, but
around a six-mile course twice. The
object of this change is that spectators
on shore and at the Virginia, - the
club’s present headquarf@rs, may have
a better opportunity of witnessing the
contest.

The loving cup for which the yachts-
men will contest is a large, double-
handled silver trophy, handsomely en-
graved. It will. be presented to the
winner of the race Sunday evening at
the Virginia.

There are five speedy craft entered—
the Mah-pe, owned by Morgan Adams;
Siwash, owned by Charles E. Fulton;
Mischief I, owned by Warren D. Wood;
Columbine, owned by Commodore A.
J. Mitchell and the Venus, owned by

| J. C. Farnham. All of these boats have

proved their sailing qualities to the
satisfaction ofsthe local lovers of yacht
racing, and it is believed there will
be a close contest for first honors.
The boats will start from a flag
buoy two hundred yards south of the
Virginia. From there they will sail
southwest two miles &0 a flag, then

| south 76 degrees‘east to a flag, then

north 15 degrees west to starting point,
course is so arranged that in
passing the Virginia the boats will sail
in very close to shore for the benefit of
spectators, and it is expected a record
crowd will be on hand to witnesg the
affair.

The fiest gun will be flred at 1:26
o'clock, and the starting gun at 1:30
o'clock.

JOE GANS MY LIVE 2
WEEKS, SIY PHYSICIANS

Pugilist’s Condition Is Much Im-
proved, and He Appears to
Recognize Friends

KANSAS CITY, Aug. 3.—Battling
against consumption for the greatest
possible stake—his life—Joe Gans, the
former lightweight champion pugilist
of the world, passed through here to-
night on the way to his old home in
Baltimore.

Gans was much improved. His phy-
sician said he might live for two weeks
if no relapse came,

Early today, while the train was in a
high altitude in the west, it was feared
Gans would die. A supply of oxygen
is carried on the train.

When the train arrived
was asleep in his state room. He
awakened, however, and appeared to
recognize friends. During the day he
talked about his friends and asked
that messages be sent to many of
them. One telegram was sent by Gans'

MELBOURNE, Aug. 3.—South Aus-
tralia’s new labor premier, John Ver-
ran, has pfzu-ed himself and his party
in line with the forces that make for|
social and moral reform. Having de- |
nounced gambling, Mr. Verran preach-
ed a sermon at Port Pirie to a Chris-
tian Endeavor conference from the |
text, “I beseech you, therefore, hreth—i
ren, by the mercies of God, that ye
present your bodies a living sacrifice,
holy, acceptable until God, which in|
your reasonable service.”

“Do you realize,” he said, that if St,
Paul were on éarth today he would be
a social agitator?”

At the end of the
twelfth chapter of Romans he said:

“If we all read and went by this
book, life today would be better and
brighter. All our life’s work, whether
industrial, social or political in char-
acter, is_ religious.”

The sermon itself was merely a plain,
manly talk on the subject of immoral-
ity and the need for a high standard
of personal as well as public righteous-
ness.
