Pasadenans Are to Evolve New
Method, to Be Presented

at Election

PASADENA, Aug. 4.—With the idea
of abandoning all former plans for

bringing about the municipal owner-
ship of water in Pasadena over which

•there has been a difference of opinion
at previous bond elections, the board of
trade directors at an adjourned meet-
ing yesterday morning appointed a.
committee of eighteen to work in con-
Junction with the directors of the or-
ganization to begin at the bottom and
bring forth an entirely new plan to be

presented to the voters through the
city council.

The members of the committee are
picked from the various civic and
semi-civic organizations whicn have
heretofore taken opposite views on the
question of how municipal water
should be acquired. Secretary Berton-
neau of the board of trade states that
the committeemen were not consulted
before appointment and that it Is hoped ;
all will agree to serve for the benefit
of the city. ... ___

It has been generally conceded that

nil Pasadena citizens are in favor of
municipal ownership of water. Oftl-
cers and members of the citizens" com-
mittee which conducted an organized

opposition to previous bond elections
where it was proposed to buy out the
existing water companies have claimed
continually that they favor the plan
hut that their opposition was based on
the price asked for the properties.

It is planned to raise money by popu-
lar subscription to defray the expense
of a thorough Investigation along the
following Hues set forth in the resolu-
tions adopted by the board of trade
directors: . ..
It shall he the business of said com-

mittee to secure an inventory of the
respective properties of the Pasadena
Lake Vineyard Land and Water com-
pany, the Pasadena Land and Water
company, the North Pasadena Land
and Water company, and any other lo-
cal property that may be desirable for
the city to own as a part of a mu-

nicipal water plant, and make an ap-
praisement of the value of each item:
after said inventory and appraisement
is completed, said committee shall make.
a recommendation to the city coun-
cil of Pasadena requesting the pur-

chase by the city of all or such por-
tion of the property included in said
inventories as in its judgment is de-
sirable for the city to own as a part
of a municipal water plant. Paid sale
and purchase to be negotiated by the
city at the prices fixed by the commit-
tee or, falling to accomplish said sale
and purchase, that said city bring con-
demnation proceedings to secure the
property recommended by said com-
mittee by due process of law. It shall
also be the business of this committee
ie, ascertain what supply of water,

other than the local supply, Is avail-
able. If any. and the cost of the same.

OFFICIAL REFUSES OFFER

OF SALE OF CITY PLANT

Municipal Lighting Department

Manager Replies to Edison Co.

PASADENA, Aug. 4.—Manager C. W.
Koiner of the municipal lighting de-
partment has issued a formal reply to

the Southern California Edison com-
pany which is in part as follows:

"The offer of the Southern California
Edison company to supply the street
lights of Pasadena at a little lower
price than lie- city charges Itself does
not mean anything to th.- taxpayers

It is nothing more than the entering of
the camel's nose. The time for the Kdi-
soii company to supply good service for
the street lighting at a reasonable price
was when they had the entire field to
themselves. They are- not making these
propositions to other towns where they
have no competition.

"Pasadena is not charging Itself a
higher price for its street lighting than
is paid by other municipalities to the
Edison company. The price is even
lower in Pasadena than in many other
towns in our neighborhood. Th only
proposition that the city of Pasadena
can afford to entertain from the Edison
company is to take over part of their
distributing system and eliminate them
from the Meld entirely. Citizens of
Pasadena i mot entertain any proposi-

tion for the disposition of their own
plant. We have several examples where
the Edison company wiped out compe-

tition anil the rati Immediately went
up.

"The $72,000 which the Edison compa-
ny claims would be saved to the city
in five years by contracting for their
\u25a0juice to light the streets is a mere
"bagatelle compared to the $00,000 per
annum (or $450,000 in live years) which
is now being saved to citizens of Pasa-
dena by reason of the reduced rates for
commercial lighting.''

Manager Koiner quotes figures at
length to prove his claims, and in con-
clusion urges the citizens of Pasadena
to rally to the support of their plant.

The cost of laying the pipe
will 1,.- 8100,000, the line to be nine
miles in length.

founding a new church in the latter
place, where plans are going forward
for a church building. In 1908 the total
gifts of the church for missions
amounted to SS33. This year the sum
