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CAMP AT KENNEDY WILL
BE STARTED OVER AGAIN

New York Capitalists Enter Dis-
trict Prepared to Place the

Mines on Paying Basis

WINNEMUCCA, Nev., Aug. 9.—
Plans have been formulated for the
rejuvenation of the camp of Kennedy.

Not only does it mean the opening of
many properties in that great mineral
region and the employment of a large

number of men, but it will make "VVln-
nemucca the distributing point for an-
other busy mining section.

Paul Klopstock, a New York mine
operator, is the moving factor in the
rejuvenation of the camp and has
brought about the consolidation or
merger of a large number of the prin-
cipal properties in the camp, which
are to be operated under the name of
the Gold Note Consolidated Mining and
Milling company. The property
owned by the new company includes
1600 acres of mining ground, together i

with two quartz mills, one of which is |
of twenty stamps, while the other is 1
of the Huntington type.

"About three miles and a half of de-
velopment work has been accomplished
on the properties and there Is ore
enough in sight to keep the mills in
operation for at least three years,''
Baid Mr. Klopstock. "It is the intrn-
tion of the company to keep the
twenty-stnmp mill in operation on ore
extracted by the company, while the
Huntingdon mill is to be used for cus-
tom purposes.

"A number of miners have been put
to work to take down ore for ship-
ment and this production will amount
tj about $3000 this month. Shipments
of ore to the smelter are to be made
monthly and teams will start hauling
to this station in a few days. This ar-
rangement will be kept up until the
mills are in pood running order."

Kennedy is situated about sixty
miles south of Winnemucea over a
practically level road following down
the Grass and Pleasant valleys, which
are dotted on each side with ranches.

The camp has produced in the past
In the neighborhood of $300,000 in bul-
lion.

Tim visible supply of oil, which will
probably be helped by the continued
activity of the Lakeview to no mi-
i "-nsiderable extent, is pointed out as
a factor mr.l.ing for the feasibility of
substituting oil for coal burners In
the big ships. Further, it will be a
matter of about a year's work to
i tablish oil stations practically any-
Whi :>\u25a0 that coaling stations are now
maintained by the U-ited States in
the Pacific. A great many stations at
which oil burning vessels may restock
their bunkers now exist on the Pacific
coast of the United States.

PIPE TO TEMPLOR

TONOPAH SHOWS STEADY
IMPROVEMENT AT MINES

Three Months Show Steady Gain
in Production—Future

Will See Increase

TOXOPAH, Aug. 9.—Slowly but
surely Tonopah is coming into its own
and making itself felt as one of the
greatest mining camps on earth. For
the year prior to the last summer the
production of the camp has stood
about the J700.000 mark, but the last
three months have shown a decided
a J rapid improvement over those
figures, and It remained for July to
make a production that exceeds any-
thing heretofore recorded.

The figures for that month, as taken
from the books of the various oper-
ating companies, show that over 32,000
tons of ore were sent to the mills,
and it is estimated that this ore had
a valuation in excess of $SBO,OOO. This
is by far tho heaviest production the
camp has ever known and it has
brought the amount of money the
camp is turning out up to the aver-
age of Goldfield, which has been run-
ning about $850,000 a month.

Great as thU production seems to
be. it is safe to assert that it will be
Increased from month to month, as
the mines are getting in better shape
every day and the output increasing.
Goldfleld is justly entitled to the rec-
ord as a gold producer, but as a silver-
gold producer Tonopah is going to
get into a class all by itself.

CO. D.NETS $100 FROM
FIRST SHIPMENT OF ORE

KINGMAN, Ariz., Aug. 9.—The first
carload of ore from the C. O. D. mine
netted the company $100 a ton, which
more than paid the expense of operat-
ing the property during the time of Its
extraction. When it is remembered
that this ore was taken from the
openings in doing development work
and that none of the slopes have been
touched the reader will appreciate what
the mine is doing.

Since the property began operations a
few months ago a new shaft has been
sunk over 200 feet, and many hundreds
of feot o£ new drift has been driven
on the vein. At the lower level the
mine shows better ore than in the
upper workings, and it is expected that
when the lowest level of the old work-
ings has been reached, and the mine
drained of its large bodies of accumu-
lated water, thousands of tons of rich
shipping ore will be available.

On the 300 level a drift has been run
west from the old shaft a distance of
ICOO feet, and It is expected to break
into this drift In the near future and
pump out the water so that stopes can
be opened up in this vein throughout
its whole length, the shoot being one
of the longest and richest in the dis-
trict.

MARICOPA, Aug. 9.—The Sunset
National Oil company is making- all
preparations to gpud in on its lease on
section 4-11-23 shortly. The lease is
in charge of a Mr. Griffin, recently
from Los Angeles.

The La Blanc Oil company, on sec-
tion 6-11-23, has effectually got the
water cemented off in No. 1, that came
in some three months ago, and is now
going on down in the big sand. These
people are expecting to complete this
well any day now. The La Blanc are
down some 800 feet with the 12-lnch
casing in well No. 3, which was be-
gun but a few weeks ago.

The Vancouver-Midway Oil company
that recently acquired a fine lease
on the northeast quarter of the south-
west quarter of section 1-11-24, ad-
joining the La Blanc and Essex leases,
spudded in on well.

NEW YORK, Aug. 9.—The United
Metals Selling company, which han-
dles the output of the Anaconda
group and other mines, has sold be-
tween 25,000,000 and 30,000,000 pounds
of electrolytic copper. None of the
copper was sold below 12% cents a
pound, and later Bales were made at a
shade above 12' 2 cents. Sales by
other companies are estimated to be
close to 25,000,000 pounds, making total
Bales within tho last few days between
50,000,000 and ti0,000,000 pounds. Recent
sales are larger than reported in B6V'
eral months past, and greatly reduce
the stock of the copper companies,
placing them in a much stronger posi-
tion. Increase in buying is due to the
belief of consumers that a general cur-
tailment of copper output will soon be
under way and that prices will improve

in consequence.

$85,000, to the express office la "Win-
nemucca. The second shipment of
\u25a0even ban was made Saturday, Mr.
Pelton seeing it safely delivered to
the railroad.

Mr. Pelton estimates that the pro-
duction of the property for July will
roach $400,000. And he has good rea-
son to fix his estimate at the figure
named, for the ore showing in
the company nnd lease workings is
steadily improving: and there is every
reason to believe that it will continue
to do so.

The incline shaft on the Stall lease
has attained a depth of about 420 feet
and within a few more shifts' work its
bottom will have reached the level of
tunnel No. 4 of the company working*.

DECIDE TO ISSUE OIL
STORAGE CERTIFICATES

The executive committee of the Itiilc-
dent Oil Producers' Agency of Califor-
nia has decided to Issue oil storage cer-
tificates to members of the agency hav-
ing oil In storage anywhere In the state
In the Jurisdiction of the agency. The
certificates will be Issued early next
month, and will constitute one of the
greatest aids to the furtherance of the
oil industry In California.

The plan, which originated with the
California Oil Producers' agency, and
has never before been put Into prac-

tice anywhere, was devised in an effort
to assist the financing of oil opera-

tions in the state, and to promote in-
terest In the Industry by providing pa-
per which becomes at once of a specu-
lative value, as well as immediate col-
lateral.

The certificate will represent 8000
barrels of oil in storage with the
agency, which Is undertaking the mar-
keting of the product of the Independ-

ent producers' wells, much like the cit-
rus associations are handling California
fruit. The certificates will contain SO
coupons, each representing 100 barrels
of oil, and will be redeemable, one
each month, for 80 months, at the net
average price of oil in the preceding

month.
