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CONSERVATION PROBLEM
TO RECEIVE OPPOSITION

Editor Fox of Oil World Declares

Meeting Thursday Night

Was One-Sided

In the opinion of Charles P. Fox,

editor of the California Oil "World,

\u25a0who is at present in this city, the
meeting of oil men held Thursday night

in the chamber of commerce rooms
was not representative of the whole
body of those engaged in the business
of producing oil in this state.

"As a matter of fact," declared Mr.
Fox yesterday, "I believe that the
sentitments expressed at this meeting

which I attended are anything but
representative of the beliefs and ideas
of the oil men of California. The bur-
den of the speeches made at the meet-
ing, that by Chairman Graham and
those by I* C. Gates and Senator
Bulla, was 'conservation.' and the let-
ter read from Col. Tim fepellacy was
of the same tenor. There was no word
said against the policy of conserving
the oil lands of the west, and hence,

the only justifiable inference to be
made by the reporters was that the
oil men by silent assent committed
themselves to this policy. In reality,

my observation leads me to believe
that the great majority are not irr
favor of conserving the oil lands of
California along the lines suggested
by those who are the policy's best
known advocates. The majority of the
oil men of this state, including stock
investors, who should be taken into
consideration in this matter, are de-
veloping lands which have not yet
proceeded to patent. It is folly, there-
fore, to say that these men are con-
vinced that an act which would de-
prive them of all hope of reward for
their efforts and money expended has
their sanction.

HAVE NO INTEREST IN LANDS

"Thursday night's meeting, the key-

note of which was conservation, was
largely made up of men from the
fields of Southern California, where all
operations are carried on upon pat-
ented land. Southern Californian op-

erators have no interests whatever,

aside from their interests as citizens,

in the action of the government toward
the oil lands in the withdrawn district.
To be sure, these men were oil men,
but conservation will neither benefit
them greatly nor injure them at all,
and the fact that they favor a gov-
ernmental policy should not be looked
upon as indicating that all other oil
men are inclined to the same opinion.

"I will go further and assert that
the sentiments of Mr. Graham, Mr.
Gates, Mr. Bulla and Mr. Spellacy are
not the sentiments of the majority of
those in attendance at the gathering.
The views of the four men declaring

themselves do not coincide, I venture,
with the majority of those present,
notwithstanding the fact that rhe au-
dience was composed largely of oper-
ators in local fields. If, then, these
views are contrary to the views held
by the majority of those present at
tlie meeting, how much less apt those
viewi to hfi the expression of the opin-
ion held by the thousands of persons
who will be disastrously affected by
the institution of the plan of conserva-
tion, as so far outlined by Its spon-
sors?"

LOOKS LIKE SPELLACY
WILL WIN DAMAGE SUIT

BAKERSFIELD, Aug. 19.—Victory
for Timothy Spellacy Is indicated in the
general conclusions expressed by Judge
Monroe, at the close of evidence in the
suit brought by C. S. Young, oil opera-
tor, asking for judgment of $2,140,000 and
damages of $500,000, on account of their
partnership operations In the Kern
county oil fields from 1901 to 1906.

The claim for $500,000 damages was
voluntarily abandoned by Young. He
asked that his present interest in the
Mascot and Illinois Crude Oil com-
panies be based on his showing of an
original investment with Timothy Spel-
lacy of $24,000. Spellacy contended that
lie was forced to accept Spellacy's
figures. This will allow Young a one-
eighth Interest in the Mascot Oil com-
pany, a $2,500,000 corporation and a one-
twelfth interest in the Illinois Crude, a
$500,000 corporation, all arising from the
$8000 investment.

The exact amount to be given to
Young will be determined August 24,
when the court passes upon the li^t of
expenditures and disbursements made
by Spellacy and Young in the conduct
of their joint business interests.

GOLDFIELD CON.. PREPARES
FOR HEAVY DIVIDEND

GOLDFIELD, Aug. 19.—Directors of
the Goldfield Consolidated Mlnei com-
pany will hold the next quarterly meet-
ing of that company in San Franci.sco
Thursday, August 25, for the purpose
of declaring another dividend. The
disbursement will probably be at the
same rate that has prevailed on the
last three, at 30 cents regular and an
extra 20 cents per share. The treasury

of the company now contains more than
$2,000,000 cash, and this Is being added
to at a rate that will bring it up to
nearly double that figure when the next
dividend is paid.

The company has paid into the sher-
iff's office $51,487.18 as bullion tax for
the quarter ending June 30. The state-
ment filed therewith shows a produc-
tion of 36,826 tons of ore, the gross
yield of which was $2,789,342. Cost of
extraction was $351,388.33; transporta-
tion, $14,403.18; reduction, $679,918.72;
net yield, $1,743,631.77.

thereto. A proposition has been made
to the Alamo company to take $25,000
worth of the bonds of the power com-
pany, and if a satisfactory understand-
ing can be arrived at Mr. Miller is fa-
vorable to accept the opportunity for
getting electric power into Lucky Boy.

Rapid work Is being made on the
power plant at Jordan, near Mono lake,
and on the lines Into Bodie and Aurora.
Nearly all of the material has been de-
livered and work is being pushed en-
ergetically to Ret the juice flowing at
the earliest possible moment.

GOLD STRIKE IS MADE
IN BLACK BUCK MINE

Sample Taken to Prescott Shows
Rich Values—Ore Attracts

Wide Attention

PRESCOTT, Aug. 19.—J. M. Cook,
president of the Columbus Copper com-
pany, located in the Black Hills, near
the Arizona Copper company's camp,
brought to the city a 300-pound sample
of ore taken from recent development
on the Black Buck claim, that is at-
tracting considerable interest among
mining men who have inspected it.
The strike, which carries silver, cop-
per, gold and lead, was made in a
shaft 60 feet deep, while the company
was performing its annual assessment
work, and through the results accom-
plished, it is the purpose of the com-
pany to continue a plan at once for the
beginning of development on an exten-
sive scale.

Assays taken from the shaft pre-
vious to the striking of this now ore
condition ranged from $T>.Bo to $fi4 a ton,
in a vein that measured six feet
through. The new ore body is over
two feet tflick, while the vein carries
mineral values at least six feet across.

In speaking of general mining con-
ditions prevailing in that immediate
vicinity, Mr. Cook says more active
development is noticeable than in many
years past, the good showing on the.
Shylock, with the Little Daisy es-
tablished as one of the big mines, con-
veying the belief that the Black Hills
field to the south carries identical
geological conditions to those prevail-
ing In the neighborhood of the Jerome
bonanza. Many investors are also
visiting that section, and all are very
deeply impressed and predict many

big mines with development.

STORY OF GUSHER IN
THE ELK HILLS A FAKE

BAKERSFIELD, Aug. 18.—Operators
were very much excited this week over
a story printed in a local paper of a
big gusher said to have been brought
in by the Midway Valley Oil company
..i, s'.-ction 12, 31-24, Elk Hills. Captain
Schofleld of the Eagle <"reek and L. P.
St. Clalr, president of tho Independ "iit
Agency, sent representatives to the
scene who reported that the story was
unfounded.

A gusher in the Elk Hills would prove
up a vast area of land which is in
high favor with big operators, hence
the interest displayed.

MIDWAYOUTPUT GROWS

TAFT, Aug. 19.—Successful develop-
ment of section 36, 31-22 has greatly in-
creased the Midway output of the
Santa Fe railroad's oil department,
which has increased 150 per 'cent, to
more than 100,000 barrels for the month
of July. The company is diligently at
work constructing a giant cement lined
reservoir to take care of the bis wells
on this section, of which it owns the
southeast quarter. The activity of Do-
heny's American Oilfields on the other
three quarters of the section, makes it
necessary for the railroad to get Its
big gushers on production as soon as
possible. At present most of them are
bridged over.
