KERN RIVER OIL FIELDS
SUFFER $75,000 FIRE

Explosion in Refinery Cause of
Conflagration

BAKERSFIELD. Cal., Aug. 20.—Fire
Which started when a still head blew
out In the California Kern refinery on
Lower Kern River oil fields entailed
damages approximately of $75,000.

The engineer had Just turned down
the fire and gone to supper when the
explosion occurred, which threw burn-
ing asphalt hundreds of yards and en-
veloped in flames the homo of Sam
Gogglns, which was burned to the
ground within a few minutes. Goggins'
wife and daughter had left the house
a few minutes boforo the explosion.

The refining company Is the heaviest
loser. Warren brothers of Boston are
the lessees of the plant. A total of
2500 barrels of distillate in five tanks
exploded and 300 barrels of oil In the
sump hole burned, together with the
standing rig and set derrick timber.
Fire threatened the big reservoirs and
storage tanks as well as refineries
arid rigs on adjoining leases for a
while. The fire companies from seven
adjoining leases prevented the spread
of the flames.

NED PURSER DIES
XJKIAH, CaL, Aug. 20.—Edward W.

Purser, a former follower of horse
racing, both on the Atlantic and Pa-
cific coasts, died today at the Ukiah
state hospital for the Insane.

Purser was known among sporting
men as "Ned" Purser and became a
prominent figure In various race tracks
and betting rings as a plunger. He
came to San Francisco from New
York fourteen years ago and has been
blind for the past four years.

PROVE FATAL TO YOUTH

PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 20.—Another
death was added to the list of fatal
boxing bouts in this city when Fred-
erick Castor, 20 years old, died In a

hospital after participating in a slx-
round contest here last night at the
Frankford Athletic club with Frank
("Spike") Sullivan of this city. Sulli-
van has been committed to the coun-
ty prison to await the action of the
coroner. The managers of the club,
promoters of the bout and the seconds
of the two principals, nine in all, were
held on ball as witnesses.

Testimony given before a police mag-
istrate Monday tended to show that
Castor was defeating his opponent, and
in the last round, while trying for a
knockout, suddenly fell unconscious.
The cause of death has not yet been
determined.

BIG HOTEL ON THE HILL
WILL SOON BE ERECTED
Architect A. L. Haley has been com-

missioned by J. C. H. Ivlns to draw
plans for an eight-story reinforced
concrete hotel building to be erected
at the corner of Grand avenue and
Second street. The style of architec-
ture will be modern Renaissance. The
building will be 165x120 feet In size,

and will have a central court 50x75
feet. It will contain 250 rooms divided
Into suites of varying sizes. Each
apartment will have a private bath,
and among the features will be an au-
tomatic refrigerating system, private
telephones, vacuum cleaning system,

electric elevators and steam heat. The
cost Is estimated at $275,000.

Theodore A. Elsen & Son are pre-
paring plans for a two-story brick
theater building to be erected at 312-
--314 East Fifth street for the Blrnbaum
Investment company. It will have
pressed brick front, concrete founda-
tion, composition roof, metal lath and
plaster, tile lobby, mirror curtain and
all improvements.

TOURS WEST ANO FINDS
NEED OF CONSERVATION

Former Attorney General Taylor

of Indiana Convinced New
Laws Are Required

PORTLAND, Ore., Aug. 20.—William
L. Taylor, former attorney general of
Kentucky, who with his wife is on a
tour of the west, declares his visit has
brought about a change of views on
i onservatlon.

"This is my first trip through the
west," said Mr. Taylor, "and it only
required a glanco to grasp the situa-
tion. I have an entirely different view
of conservation now. The power stored
in our mountain streams can hardly be
realized. True conservation would bo
to develoD this immense power instead
ofkeeping it locked up. Of course laws
should be passed so that this great
power could not come into the posses-
sion of a few individuals, but the bar-
ring out of everyone Is not the remedy.
I believe there would be little diffi-
culty in drafting a law that will allow
theso'magnificent power sitos to be de-
veloped and at the same time prevent
them from being gobbled up by gigan-
tic corporations.
"Ibelieve that if every man in the east

who favors radical conservation should
visit the west and study tho situation
as I have done he would change his
views. We In the east do not com-
prehend the vast resources of the west,

and such a trip would be a revelation
to every other man In the east. I am |
convinced that the west should have I
something to say about a conservation J
policy."

Mrs. Sadowsky was afflicted
with insomnia and went to the beach
in hopes that the change would cure
her.

Her daughter Kath-
erlne says her mother must have been
seized with a fainting spell and fell
into the slough. An inquest is being
conducted this morning.
