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PRESENT COPPER PRICE
TO REMAIN STATIONARY

Engineer Mayland Says, How-
ever, Merger Would Cause -

1 a Temporary Advance

G. Alfred Mayland, the prominent
mining engineer, a director of the

chamber of mines and oil, returned
yesterday with Mrs. Mayland from an
extended trip to the east and abroad.
While the trip was in the pursuit of
pleasure, Mr. Mayland had a rare op-
portunity to study mining conditions
on the continent and while In London
had a talk with Mr. Ryan, the cop-
per magnate. Mr. Mayland was askod
his opinion on the copper situation
and said that as things stand now
there is not much chance of the red
metal going beyond the present quo-
tation.

However, he said that there was
likely to be a complete amalgamation
of the copper Interests of the United
States, with the possible exception of
the Clark interests, chiefly the United
"Verde, of Jerome, Ariz. By an amal-
gamation of all, or almost all, the
copper interests, in Mr. Mayland's
opinion, there would be at least a
temporary rise In the price. By bull-
ing the market this price, now consid-
ered too low for the little operator
to do business, would probably ad-
vance to at least 20 cents. By this
manipulation opportunity would be ac-
corded to make hasty investments In
copper mines and copper stocks. But

as the market at this time will not
sustain the advanced price of say 20
cents, it is bound to drop back to the
present price or at least 15 cents.

WOULD NOT BENEFIT MARKET
Such a manipulation would not be

beneficial to the copper Industry, but
be the natural result should a com-
plete merger of the Interests be per-
fected, says Mr. Mayland.

That copper will at any time go
lower than the present market price Is
not probable. The talk, however, that
the surplus is being worked off is not
credited by Mr. Mayland. Curtail-
ment so far as he knows lias not been
made to any great extent. But by an
amalgamation of the several Interests
a definite agreement could be arrived
at by which these several Interests
could shut down certain blasts or even
entire smelters and in this way so re-
duce the output of refined copper as
to reduce if not entirely remove the
surplus and in consequence raise the
price of the metal.

Mr. Mayland said that there was a
wide difference of opinion at New York
concerning the market and the views

on the reserve now being held for
the crops was not entirely in confor-
mity with the statements made by well
posted financiers with whom he talked.

It is understood that much of this
money will be eventually Invested In
mines in the west and that the pres-
ent fall and winter Is pretty sure to
see a general revival in the mining
industry.

Nobody seems to know, however,

just what the money market will bring
forth and one's opinion upon lt can

be taken only with a grain of salt.
But as an opinion Mr. Mayland's while
in the east might be considered as
fair authority.
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BIG BUG MAKES ANOTHER

RICH STRIKE OF SILVER

PRESCOTT, Aug. 26.—Following the
strike made a few days ago on the
Little Jack mine near McCabe, reports,
of another important discovery
reached the city that was made by
the Humboldt Consolidated Mines
company, in the main shaft at a point
about 110 feet from the surface, by
the cutting into of a strong vein of
galena ore, carrying high values ln
silver, and with small values in gold.
The extent of this body of high grade
ore has not yet been determined. The
shoot Is being explored before the
lower points are continued to depth.

The main shaft has reached a depth
of over 145 feet, where conditions are

reported as attractive. Interest fol-
lows the favorable outcome of opera-
tions on this ground, from the fact
that It is located on a vein system
that in the early days gave fabulous
returns in the white metal, and from
the further fact that it has been but
recently taken over by Dr. C. F. Bow-
en. .Since acquiring the property he
has followed a practical line of de-
velopment, and Improving the surface
conditions materially with an equip-
ment sufficient for the thorough pros-
pecting of the ground to great depth.

The Humboldt Consolidated is locat-
ed within two miles of the smelter,
and adjoins the Kit Carson on the
north, with the Reed mines on the
south. The recent strike has en-
couraged the company, and the pur-
pose Is to begin an extensive system
of development at the point where tlie
ned shoot was cut, as well as sink
the main shaft to great depth.
It Is reported that assays made from

the new find run from 145 to 300 ounces
ln silver to the ton, to which Is added
heavy percentage in lead values.

RUNS HIGH IN GOLD

NATIONAL, Nev., Aug. 26.— chunk
of gold ore weighing 50 pounds and
valued at approximately $3000, was
taken from the bottom of the shaft
in the Stall brothers' lease at National
a few days ago.

U.S. MAKES REPORT
ON VENEZUELA OIL

Consul Says Conditions Are Fav-
orable, but Statement Shows

Very Low Gravity Fluid

The department of commerce and
labor ln a letter to The Herald says:

Consul Ralph J. Totten of Mara-
caibo submits tho following report on !
petroleum deposits in Venzeuela, the |
development of which will have great '\u25a0

Influence on the import trade:
There are five known petroleum de-

posits in this consular district. Ooz- j
Ings of petroleum, covering a consider- |
able territory, are found in the district
of Mara, near the river Limon asphalt
lake. Oil has been located at Bella
Vista, near the city of Maracaibo, and !
welts are to be sunk by the owners in
the near future. Their object is to ;
refine the product and to supply the ]
local demand for illuminating and '•
lubricating oils. Evidence of the ex- j
istence of petroleum depostis is found '
over a large area in the district of !
Sucre in conjunction with considerable j
asphalt deposits. An oil field on the
river Sardinate in Colombia, near the
Venezuelan frontier, is being worked
at the present time. The oil is re- !
fined at the wells and Is sold In the :
near-by Colombian cities. The filth
field, and the one that seems to be the ,
largest and most conveniently sit-
uated, is south of Lake Maracaibo, in I
the district of Colon, state of Zulia.

A company of Maracaibo business i
men, who have control of these.fields,
is preparing to make an active cam-
paign to interest foreign or domestic
capital in the exploitation of its prop- j
erty. It has an advantageous con-
tract with the Venezuelan government, i
which grants it .free entrance for its |
drills, machinery and supplies.

These oil fields can be reached by ;
light-draft lake and river steamers. i
Passing up the Catumba river to Its j
junction with the Tarra river, about j
thirty miles beyond Encontrados, the .
capital of the district, then about fifty
miles through the latter river, brings [
one to the village of La Paloma. The j
oil-bearing land commences at this
point and continues nearly to the Co-
lombian frontier, including an im-
mense area.

EVIDENCE OF PETROLEUM

Abundant evidence of the presence
of petroleum is to be found close at j
hand on some rugged hills forty to
fifty meters above the level of the i
river. From sources on these hills
run some twenty small streams, the |
'waters of which are constantly coy- j
ered with a thick coating of petroleum. i

Some of the oil comes from the springs !
with the water, and some from fissures j
along the banks of the streams. In
one of these fissures an excavation was
made three feet deep by two feet j
square, which in about six hours filled j
with crude oil. In this locality were j
found places where the surface of the i
jearth was covered with a deposit of j

I tar from oil that had been evaporated ]
| by the heat of the sun, sufficiently \
i thick to. destroy vegetation of all ;
kinds.

Crude oil of two classes Is found.
One kind is thin enough to flow read-
ily, having a specific gravity of 15
degrees. The other Is very thick and
of the color and consistency of coal
tar. Both varieties show an asphaltic
base, in this resembling the Texas
crude oils as distinguished from oils
having a paraffin base.

The forests in this region contain
great quantities of construction wood
of all kinds, and, although the con-
tract with the government permits the
free introduction of all materials and
machinery for the exploitation of the
property, they would be of great utility
in the construction of buildings, der-
ricks, tanks and casks. The land is
sufficiently sloping for the laying of
pipe lines to the river port, La Paloma,
where it Is Intended to place the re-
finery and tanks. Abundant wood
can be had for fuel, and there are coal
deposits close at hand.

Venezuela alone consumes annually
about 1,000,000 gallons of kerosene. The
price here is seldom lower than 42
cents a gallon, and often reaches 50
cents.

WOOD roil DERRICKS

The location of these fields is espe-
cially favorable, having all-water con-
nection with the city of Maracaibo and
the other lake ports, as well as with
the city of Encontrados, on the Catum-
ba river. Encontrados is a city of
25,000 inhabitants, and is the terminus
of the Tachira railway, which con-
nects it with the province of Santan-
der of the republic of Colombia. Oil
could thus be shipped to all of the
Venezuelan and Colomian seaports and
to the interior of both republics by
rail and water combined.

MINING RIGHTS AROUSE
INTEREST THROUGH UNO

American Congress Issues Bul-
letin Urging Care in Discus-

sion of Great Problems

The vital questions affecting western
mining interests, which are to be the
principal suubjects of discussion at' the
Los Angeles meeting, are arousing a
great deal of Interest among mining
men of the west, and the importance
of a proper discussion of this subject
assures a very large attendance at the
Los Angeles convention during the
week beginning September 26, says
American Mining Congress, in its
monthly bulletin for August, just Is-
sued.

Whether the principle shall bo es-
tablished that the federal government
may lease the natural resources of
the west, placing thereon a continu-
ing tax upon development, and wheth-
er the right shall be created in the
federal government to condemn by the
right of eminent domain such mining
claims as, in the discretion of the sec-
retary of the interior, shall .be more
valuable for power purposes than for
mining, has aroused a very decided
interest and an apparent determination
to resist, by every fair means, the en-
actment of laws, which, apparently,
will place so great restrictions upon
the continued development of the min-
ing industry of the west.

The place of meeting (Los Angeles)
is one of easy access from all mining
regions, the prosperous center of the
oil and metal mining Induustries of the
great southwest.

The time of the meeting is September
£6, 27, 28, 29 and 30, and October 1,
1910.

Low railroad fares will be in effect
from all points, with privilege of re-
turning- via diverse routes, so various
sections of the western country may be
visited in one general trip.

RESOLUTIONS IMPORTANT
The adoption of resolutions is per-. haps the most important work of the

annual assembly, since they determine
the attitude of mining interests toward
political and mining questions, and are
a commitment of the American Mining
congress to a definite policy. Great
care, therefore, should be exercised in
their discussion and adoption. This
demands that the delegates, as well as
the resolutions committee, should have
ample time for their consideration be-
fore acting upon them by vote.

Delegates contemplating Introduction
of resolutions before the convention
should have them all prepared on the
first day of the session, three Identical
copies if possible, and Immediately
hand them to the secretary, who will
post them for the Information of the
convention.

Resolutions may be introduced by
any delegate, and all have the right to
appear before the resolutions commit-
tee, or speak before the convention, in

i support of their resolutions.
