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LAY PLANS TO RECLAIM
VAST DESERT SECTION

Project to Draw Water from Sub-

terranean River in Vicinity

of Daggett

SAN BERNARDINO, Aug. 28.—The
elimination of a vast section of the
desert region of San Bernardino coun-,
ty and Its transformation Into an ag-
ricultural district that will rival the
imperial valley Is embraced in a gigan-
tic reclamation scheme of W. F. Holt,
a Redlands millionaire, and J. W. Tlb-
bott, both of whom have large inter-
ests in the Imperial country.

The project embraces the gigantic
tract of 460,000 acres of desert land
about Otis, a railroad town on the
Salt Lake road, and the reclamation
of 60,000 inches of water from the sub-
terranean channel of the Mojave river,

which slnka in the ground a short dis-
tance from Daggett, after flowing from
the San Bernardino mountain range.

According to Thomas O. Williams of
Yermo. who Is connected with the pro-
ject and who Is in from the desert,

the company has F. C. Finkle, a water
expert of Los Angeles, on the ground
with a crew of engineers laying out the
plan for the Irrigation system. Already
the 60,000 inches of water has been
filed upon. The plan Includes the di-
version of this water from about three
miles northeast of Daggett, where the
water is reached at a depth of about
twenty feet.
It is said that the capital to be In-

vested in the gigantic scheme to trans-
form the desert is approximately *3,-

--000,000. .„
The success of the venture will mean

much to the vast desert section of

this county, now practically unpopu-

lated, with the exception of the rail-
road and mining towns.

CANNOT LOCATE PARENTS
OF GIRL FATALLY BURNED

SAN BERNARDINO, Aug. 28.-
Whlle Mr. and Mrs. P. P. Willard of
Heber, Imperial valley, are enjoying
themselves somewhere in Southern
California their 14-year-old daughter,
Rebecca, lies dead at their home from
burns received Friday. Today the of-

ficers of this city were asked by the
authorities of Imperial county to lo-
cate if possible the girl's parents, who

are ignorant of her death, and who are
supposed to be visiting friends in San

A^search of this city has failed so
far to reveal their presence, and it is

believed that they have not yet ar-
rived here from the coast, where they

planned to spend a few days They

left their home, according to neighbors,
with the intention of taking in the
beach resorts and then coming on to

San Bernardino, where they were to
visit friends, whose names are un-

The girl, the telegram to the local of-

ficers says, was burning ants about
the yard with kerosene, as she had
frequently seen her father do. Think-
ing the fire from the first sprinkle of
oil was out she poured some more
about the place where the ants were
swarming. In an instant the flames
leaped to the can held In her hands
which exploded, throwing burning oil
on her clothing. Before neighbors

could extinguish the flames she re-
ceived burns that resulted in her death
a few hours later.

MAKING EFFORT TO DRIVE
AUTO OVER ROUGH ROAD

SAN BERNARDINO, Aug. 28.—An
effort is being made today to drive
the first automobile over the Santa
Ana canyon road since the big storms
of the first of the year, which washed
out the mountain highway for long

stretches. In the party are G. W.

are driving a White touring car, strip-
ped. The road is said to be the rough-

est in the San Bernardino mountains.
The men intend to push through to Big

Bear valley, a distance of 35 miles.
The same machine recently estab-

lished fast records from San Bernar-
dino to Strawberry Peak, over the
proposed Plnecrest hill climb route,
and from Redlands to Oak Glen.

TELEPHONE LINE TO JOIN
SOUTHLAND AND ARIZONA

SAN BERNARDINO, Aug. 28.—Ma-
terial is being unloaded in San Ber-
nardino for the construction of a toll
line of the Pacific Telephone and Tele-
graph company from this city to Im-
perial Junction and Yuma, where con-
nection is to be made with the Im-
perial valley lines, and also the lines of
Arizona. September, it is said, will
witness the start of work.

The completion o£ the line will make
it possible, for the first time, for con-

versation with Imperial valley and Ari-
zona with Southern California. It Is
one of the largest telephone projects

ever attempted in the southwest.

CHECK ON VOTES SHOWS
MESERVE LOSES COUNTY

SAN BERNARDINO, Aug. 28.—After
it had been generally accepted that
Edwin Meserve carried San Bernardino
county in the senatorial race and after
the Republican county convention in-
structed the legislative candidate, If
elected, to take the primary vote as
merely advisory, County Clerk Charles
Post last night discovered that A. G.
Spalding had, carried the county by
just four votes.

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WOMAN'S HEART FAILS;
DEATH ENDS SEA BATH

Mrs. Marie Schaefer of Los An-
geles Found Unconscious,

Floating in Surf

SANTA MONICA, Aug. 28.--Mrs.
) Marie Schaefer of 716 San Pedro street,
j Los Angeles, lost her life while bath-. ing In the surf here at 7 o'clock this
morning. There were no witnesses to
the accident and details are lacking,
but it is thought by physicians who
attempted to revive her that she died
from heart failure caused by the shock
received upon entering the cold wa-
ter. The body was taken to Los An-
geles for burial.

J. L. Richardson, a Los Angeles at-
torney, was fishing on Bristol pier
when he saw the woman floating to-
ward him. With the aid of others he
took her from the water. She showed
faint signs of life, and was rushed to
Santa Monica Bay hospital, where Dr.
W. M. Kendall worked over her for
more than an hour.
''Mrs. Schaefer leaves a husband, Wil-
liam Schaefer, and three children.
The family spent the past week at the
beach, residing in a cottage on Hollis-
ter avenue, a short distance from the
point where Mrs. Schaefer met her
death. She was 43 years of age.
Schaefer said today:

"My wife was accustomed to take a
surf bath every morning. Her heart,
at times was weak. She had been
bathing north of Bristol pier and never
went far into the surf as she could not
swim."

The surf today all along the beach
was exceedingly heavy and several
narrow escapes from drowning were
reported.

INQUEST WILL BE HELD
ON TRAIN SUICIDE'S BODY

POMONA, Aug. 28.—The coroner's in-
quest over the remains of Edward De-
valon, who threw himself under the
wheels of the Southern Pacific east-
bound limited train yesterday near
Main street here, will be held at "W. B.
Todd's morgue tomorrow afternoon at 3
o'clock. The peculiar part of this sui-
cide is that there was apparently no
reason for it. Hamilton Richmond and
W. S. DuPee, brothers-in-law of De-
valon, stated that they observed noth-
ing in the attitude or life of the de-
ceased prior to his rash act that would
indicate any intention of self destruc-
tion. DuPee thinks the impulse to kill
himself must have suddenly came upon
him in some unexplained manner.

CHEMICAL ENGINE SAVES
FACTORY AT REDLANDS

Blaze Threatens Plant of Union
Ice Company

REDLANDS, Aug. 28.—Fire early this
morning threatened the Union Ice com-
pany's factory at Crafton, the struc-

ture being saved by the prompt arrival
of the Redlands fire department in the
new auto chemical engine, the machine
being used for the second time since it
was installed. It made the run of three
miles in five minutes, and by using the
chemical the fire was extinguished be-
fore it had spread.

Transformers were burned out at the
ice station, this causing the blaze. At
the sub-station In Redlands the trans-
formers also were burned out and all
fuses, but no serious damage caused.

REDLANDS IN WEEK SHIPS
FOURTEEN CARS ORANGES

REDLANDS, Aug. 28.—Redlands
shipped fourteen cars of oranges the
past week, making the total 3749 cars
for the season, as against 4504 cars
to the corresponding date last season.
The shipments probably will last two,
or three weeks more, but will not ex-
ceed 3800 cars for the year. The fruit
Is bringing good prices when It Is of
good quality.

The mayor in his , Joy !at jreaching
home, demanded that he be allowed
to go up the step a alone.

He was not Injured, nor would
he admit that he had fallen because of
lack of strength. He Insisted that he
was strong.

Safe at home, the mayor asked to be
allowed to sit on his piazza and Dr.
Parish consented. So he sat in the
open aid throughout the afternoon,
reading and gazing at the green coun-
try about. Only two neighbors were
permitted to see him. To one who
commented upon the attempt to as-
sassinate him. Mayor Gaynor said:

"I am content. My great hope is
that the event will help to make me a
better man and more patient and
just."

The mayor still manifests a dlsclina-
tlon to discuss the shooting and these
words are practically the first state-
ment of his attitude on the matter.

Secretary Adamson tonight said that
for the present no operation for the
removal of the bullet in the mayor's
throat would be performed. The mayor
still is unable to make himself under-
stood except with great difficulty, and
he still Is bothered with a cough and
has trouble in swallowing. His phy-
sicians do not appear alarmed, how-
ever, and ascribe his weakness to his
enforced confinement In thehospital.

WATCH ELECTIONS IN
MAINE AND VERMONT

Contests Will Show Strength of
Republicans and Democrats

in New England

BOSTON, Aug. 28.—The political at-
tention of the country gradually is be-
ing focused on New England, where
early in September, the first measuring:
of strength between the Republican
and Democratic parties in the state
elections of 1910 Is to take place. Ver-
mont on September 6, and Maine on
September It, will elect state officer*
and congressmen.

On the same day as the Vermont
election, New Hampshire will hold her
first state-wide primary and the first
under a direct primary law affecting
an entire state to be held in the east.

The terms of Senators Page of Ver-
mont; Hale of Maine; Lodge of Massa-
chusetts; Aldrich of Rhode Island, and
Bulkeley of Connecticut expire March
4, 1811. Mr. Hale and Mr. Aldrich have
declined re-election. New Hampshire
does not elect to the senate again until
1912.

The Republicans in Maine have nom-
inated Governor Bert M. Fernald for
a second term, while the Democrats are
waging a vigorous campaign with
Frederick W. Plaisted, a mayor of Au-
gusta, as their leader.

Dividing local interest with the gov-
ernorship contract is the congressional
fight In the first Maine district, where
stho congressional parliamentarian,
Asher Hinds, is seeking this seat on the
floor of the house formerly occupied
by Thomas B. Reed, who introduced
Hinds into Washington executive cir-
cles.

In neither Vermont nor Maine is any

outward issue drawn between so-called
progressive and regular Republicans.

The New Hampshire primary canvas
is being fought with as much vigor
as a state campaign, the struggle for
governor being between Bertram Ellis
of Keene and Robert P. Bass of Pe-
terbofo, the latter being supported by
the so-called progressive wing of the
party.

MEXICO ASKS AMERICANS'
ARREST ON FRAUD CHARGE

MEXICO CITY, Aug. 28.—Charged
with land frauds against the tribe of
Kickapoo Indians, the provisional ar-
rest and detention of W. L.. Chapman,
Li. C. Grimes, A. T. Brown, R. C. Con-
ine and John Garrott, of Oklahoma*
have been asked by the Mexican gov-
ernment.

Formal request for their extradition
has been made to Washington. Tn»
charges grew out of the removal.of
the Kickapoo Indians, from Oklahoma
territory to Mushuese, Coahulla, In
the summer of 1908.
