CORNELL ALUMNI FIELD
TO BE OPENED SOON

Work Under Way for Football
Grounds at ithaca Campus

ITHACA, N. Y. Sept. 4—Alumni
field will be used by the Cornell foot-
ball men for the first time this fall.
That is practically certain now that
men have been put at work grading
and seeding the practice field, just
east of the present playgrounds and
west of the site selected for the
varsity field. The varsity fleld will be
laid on the extreme east end of the
fifty-nine-acre tract awarded by the
trustees for Alumni field, This site
will be in e highest part of the field,
overlooking® the lake and valley, and
giving a splendid view,

Under the original grant the land
extended over toward the buildings of
the state college of agriculture and
encroached on the direct path toward
the university farm. By an agreement
with the trustees the fleld committee
gave back to the college a triangular
strip of university land on the south-
east end, thereby providing the col-
lege of agriculture with a highway to
its farm and making the field more
nearly rectangular in shape,

This plot for the varsity field is to
contain at the present time but fif-
teen acres, It was the opinion of the
committee and coaches a piece of this
size would be large enough. If in the
future it should become necessary to
take over more land, it can readily
be done by using part of the tract on
the west, which now has been planned
for a practice fleld.

This field is to be twenty or so acres
in extent, and the balance of the tract
will be used for playgrounds. Already
nine acres of the extreme east is used
for that purpose, and this will be
extended.

On the extreme east side of the field
will be the stands, to accommodate
from 10,000 to 15,000 persons, The spec-
tator will look directly west on the
foothall field, which will be to the east
of the tract, The baseball diamond
and stands will be in the southeast
part of the fleld. There will be a
quarter-mile running track and a
training house. Later more equlp-
ment will be*put in place, Inside of
the big stand, or stadium, will be
an indoor running track to be used by
Moakley's men in the winter.

SCRUBS ARE USEFUL IN
TRYING OUT NEW TRICKS

Secret Practice of Little Avail in
Fooling Opposing Teams

NEW YORK, Sept. 4—There will be
a lot of secret practice in football this
fall. It was so the last time the rules
were revised, and there is every indi-
cation that this time will prove no
exception. The early institution of se-
cret practice is often unimportant.
‘When new rules go into effect many
coaches start secret practice at once
so as to ‘conceal their own ignorance
and lack of initiative and invention
until such time as they can get a line
on what other coaches are doing with
the game,

Since the days of Lorin F. Doland
nothing of great novelty—nothing at all
startling—has been evolved in the
course of secret practice, and, as a
rule, the team that plays the all around
game the better is the winner. Des-
perate ruses that for the most part
are never used are worked out in se-
cret practice now and then, but in
general less time is put in on tricks
than the general public would suppose.
The principal value of secret practice
in recent years has been the chance
it afforded to present a changed line-
up on the day of the big game—a
surprise to this extent to one’s cp-
ponent. Yet there has been hardly a
single instance in recent years in which
the news of the proposed change has
not ‘‘leaked.”

This year there will be early secret
practice for another reason. It is bare-
ly possible that one coach may happen
on a play that to him will seem rudi-
mentary and fundamental under the
new rules, and which he would ordi-
narily use regularly. It is possible,
however, that just such a play might
escape some other coach, and its dis-
coverer will not want to give it away
inadvertently.

It often happens that an especially
good play is tried out in the open by
the second team, or even by the team
of some ‘‘prep school feeder,” and In
this way escape notice. Some years
ago Yale defeated Princeton with a
play that had been worked out unob-
trusively by the freshman team and
yvet appeared to be brand new when
used by the ’'varsity. It was the for-
ward pass from the fake placement
kick, handled to perfection by Tad
Jones and Ted Coy. There was abso-
lutely no reason why the Tigers should
not have baen prepared for this play,
but they wefe not, and it cost them the
game.

So, as a matter of fact, it is perhaps
a better plan to try out new forma-
tions with the ‘‘scrub” or a third team
or the freshmen than to close the
gates. There is always a leak, where-
as the second team and the freshmen
may plug innocently along, working up
new maneuvers for the ’'varsity with-
out suspicion. Of course, there would
need to be some secret practice to fa-
miliarize the ’varsity with the play,
but in general it may be said that the
secret practice of the present day Is
largely bluff.

The Echo park boys have put up the
best article of ball in the Intercity
league, and nothing but hard luck will
prevent them from securing the pen-
nant. They have been hitting and field-
ing in champlonship form, and are
able to boast a batting average for the
eleven games of 309, and a fielding
average of .942. McAleer and KEarl
Haight have had a close race for the
honors, and Haight has come out on
the top. Lewis, Laswell and Ed Haight
have also hit well; in fact, the whole
team has banged the pill on the nose
hard and often.

Minority in Westchester Associa-
tion Gives Track Devotees
Chance to See Light

NEW YORK, Sept. 4.—General de-
pression among racing men over the
cancellation of the fall meetings in the
metropolitan district has given way to
a feeling of more or less optimism
concerning the future of the sport in
this state. Nobody, of course, not
even those most closely concerned in
the conduct and government of the
sport, can speak of the plans for next
vear. All depends on what construc-
tion the courts place on the law
agalnst bookmaking “‘with or without
writing,” and on the directors’ liabil-
ity measure, which makes owners of
the various racing associations crim-
inally responsible for any gambling on

their premises. Thig will come, it is
thought, in the action to be instituted
by the minority stockholders of the
Westchester Racing association against

the directors for the fallure to con-
duct a regular fall meeting. This ac-
tion will be general enough to settle

all questions at issue, and in all prob-
ability it will be carried to the highest
courts, so that the rights of those who
conduct race meetings may be settled
for all time,

When the Agnew-Hart law against
organized bookmaking was passed in
1908, many arrests were made, but not
more than one or two cases ever came
to trial, and no general test which in-
volved all questions ever went through
the courts. epetition of this proced-
ure was feared under the new laws
which go into effect on September 1,
so that counsel for the Jockey club and
the various racing assoclations advised
against opening a way to what many
horsemen consider persecution, with a
chance of not getting a fair test case
through the courts.

In advertising the closing of sorma
of its early stakes for next year the
Saratoga Racing association contrib
uted to the feeling that is growing that
racing is far from dead, while a sure
indication was had in the reasonably
strong demand for well bred yearlings,
R. T. Wilson, jr., has invested heav-
ily, among others, and John H. Mad-
den, who paid $4300 for a half brother
to Blue Girl, showed his confidence in
the future of the sport by saying:

“l do not know anything more than
anybody else, but I purpose to con-
tinue breeding on the same large scale
as in the past, as I have confidence
that this country will follow the lead
of England, Germany, France, Canada
and other countries by realizing in due
time the importance of the thorough-
bred strain for something more than
racing purposes.”

LITTLE THINKS FERGUSON
HAS CHANCE FOR TITLE

BOSTON, Sept. 4.—George Little,
the former manager of Jack Johnson,
has now taken Sandy Ferguson, the
big heavyweight of Boston, under his
management with the hope of event-
ually forcing Johnson to meet him for
the heavyweight title. Little seems to
think that Ferguson, with proper han-
dling, is the most likely heavyweight
to beat Johnson, and with that idea
in mind, he intends to get him into the
best possible condition, and after he
wins a few fights with him intends to
challenge Johnson. Ferguson has al-
ready fought Johnson four times, los-
ing to the colored fighter in a ten-
round bout, a twenty-round go, again
on a foul in seven rounds, and boxing
him a six-round go in Philadelphia.
