Shorts were pretty good buy-
ers today and some rally is not improbable.

Corn was the speculative leader of all the
markets early, but lost all early galns since.
Freezing weather with snow in northwestern
North Dakota and in the Canadian northwest
this morning was followed by the official fore-
cast of frosts tonight in western Nebraska,
the Dakotas and parts of Minnesota. The pos-
siblity of a frost in the corn belt was such as
to lead to a great deal of speculative buying,
local traders heading {t. These buyers un-
loaded after the wheat market began to weak-
en, leading elevator and cash grain concerns,
as In wheat, selling quite aggressively. The
corn condition is lowered one point, promising
a crop of 2,899,000,000 bushels. The only thing
bullish on corn is the expected frost.

Oats were under a great deal of pressure,
