NEW YORK, Sept. 16.—Hesitation

and uncertainty were written on the
face of the market today. The under-
tone was heavy and sometimes weak,
but at other times there was evidence
of resting power and signs of sup-

port which Implied a protective influ-
ence.

The transactions in United States
Steel were more than double those
In any other one security, and when
dealings In Reading and Union Pacific
were added there was not much lett

of the rest of the market.
The great preponderance of the ope-

rations in United States Steel gave
that stock a large sympathetic elTect
on the general market.

There was insistent talk also of. an
open cut in prices of steel products.

Some effect of this influence was tho
report on European copper stocks
showing a decrease In two weeks of

upward of 4,000,000 pounds and bring-

ing the European visible supply down
to the lowest level touched in a
twelve month. i
