HIT OF OAPHEUM BIL

Los Angeles Theater Presents
Novelties—Sah Diego to Have
High Class Vaudeville

RBY SHIRLEY OLYMPIUS
Mr. Al Jolson,* blackface comedian,
created a near riot at thé Orpheum
theater yesterday afternoon. Unless

all signs fail he will continue this
unlawful procedure until the end of
his present engagement. Mr. Jolson
and his comicalities, which are low
comedy, burlesque nonsensicalities, are
without any doubt the hit supreme of
the Orpheum bill, If Mr, Jolson did
nothing more than to say “Pilttsburg"
in that absurdly humorous manner
all his own, he would be entitled to
high praise as an entertainer, But
he does other things. He sings silly
songs in a silly fashion. He tells
foolish tales about his matrimonial
venture. He whistles a difficult “rag-
time” melody in a shrill and unusual
manner, And he tops all by attempt-
ing to make a speech which nobody
hears, and which he wants nobody to
hear, Laugher and applause are
bound to result from Mr, Jolson's ef-
forts because everything he does is
out of the ordinary. And then, be-
sides, he has a personality which can-
not be hidden by the burnt cork on his
countenance,

A verbal picture of what the life of
a “ministress” in a two-by-four town,
the mental horizon of whose villagers
{s about as large as is the town, is
what “The Minister's Wife,” present-
ed by Minnie Dupree and her company,
gives the audience. The sketch is not
guperlative for its dramatic strength
and the climax is weak and comes
rather abruptly, but Miss Dupree's
nalve manner and elfish ways make
the sketch delightful.

Mlle. Renee, who plays several In-
struments, some of them difficult to
master, in a rather mechanical man-
ner and the Kaufmanns in a bicycle
act, complete the new rns on the
bill. An interesting an® instructive
set of motion pictures, showing scenes
in the Antwerp zoological gardens, is
a new feature, Holdover acts are J.
C. Nugent, in his excellent gketch ‘‘The
Squarer,” the Harvey-DéVora irio,
singers and dancers, Flanagan and
Hdwards, who repeat their success of
last week in a mixture of sohgs,
dances and comedy, entitled “On and
Off the Opemtic I:est.lva.l."

Albini, master magician, is the head-
liner of this week's bill at the Los
Angeles theater, and a worthy one
he is. His tricks are performed in a
manner truly mystifying, and he keeps
up a flow of witty chatter quite out
of the ordinary. Albini is not usual in
anything he does or says. First of
all he “has no mustache to deceive
you.” He wears unconventional garb,
not the black satin pantaloons or
knickerbockers and the worked-to-
death evening coat. Instead, Albini
dresses in an ordinary business suit,
And again, he uses no mysterious lights
and peculiar stage settings, The stage
fs divested of all. scenery when he
opens his act, and so it remains while
all his tricks are performed with the
exception of the time the various ‘‘cabi-
net” illusions are being prepared.

To explain what Albini's act is or
how it is done would be to attempt
the impossible. How Albini makes
a girl appear in a glass-lined truck
which was emptly to all appearances
put two seconds before the lid was
lowered, or how he turns a hitherto
empty cabinet into a well furnished
badroom, nobody but he knows. It is
all very entertaining and very mys-
terious, and exceptionally worth while,

Other acts on the bill are the three
Romanos, perfectly developed men
who give an exhibition of plastic

poses; Bessie Hill, who sings and
dances indifferently well; Leeds and
Lamar, who sing, dance, tell a few

jokes (old and new), and end their
act with a comedy boxing match;
George Devoy and the Dayton sisters,
clever dancegs but poor singers, and
a comedy sketch, “More Ways than
One,” presented by Beatrice McKen-
zie, Walter Shannon and William
Brunnelle. Mr. Shannon bolsters up
the sketch by his singing.

TLots of comedy, lots of songs and
lots of pretty girls doing well-executed
steps and singing popular songs are
the principal features of this week’s
bill at the Olympic theater.

There
is something doing every moment in
the mirth or melody line, and the two
audiences that saw the shows yester-
day went away pleased.

MEXICO WILL SPEND
$3,500,000 AT GUAYMAS

WASHINGTON, Sept. 19.—~The Mex-
ican government is to spend $3,600,000
gold for a quadrangular inner harbor
sea wall at Guaymas.

Advices received here from Mexi-
co quote the present prefect of Guay-
mas as8 saying that the inner harbor
there would be dredged and deepened
to a uniform depth of over 26 feet and
suitable dooks built, enabling large sea
going liners to unload at a dock in-
stead of two miles out. Hxtensive
jetty work is being planned at Tam-
pico, where fifty ton blocks of con-
crete will be put in on the end of the

Together they wielded the
ax and crowbar, pulling down both
fences to relieve the prisoner.  She
was uninjured.
