Word was received last evening by
Sidney Norman, secretary of the Sierra
Madre club, that it is possible Wil-
liam A. Clark, president of the Salt
Lake railroad and probably the richest
and most influential bona fide mining
man in tho United States, will arrive
In Los Angeles In time to attend part
of the convention.

It has been known . for some time
that Senator Clark would be in Los
Angelas during the latter part of Sep-
tember or the first part of October and
efforts are being made to have him ar-
rive In time to offer suggestions in the
deliberations of the congress.

MINING CONGRESS TONIGHT

Former Forester to Speak on Oil
Land Conservation

Gifford Plnchot arrived in Los An-
geles last night after a visit of several
days to Catalina Island, where he
divided his time between fishing and
the preparation of his important ad-

dress on oil land conservation, which
he will deliver tonight before the

American Mining congress. Mr, Pin-
chot has gained- in »tan and vigor dur-
ing his trip to Catalina. He expects
this evening to be one of the big
nights of his life, and has made every
preparation for It.

When the reporters flocked about him
he shook them off with a smile.

"I will say all that I have to say
on Monday evening," he declared,

"and I have nothing to say in ad-
vance." ,

"But how about this talk of a battle
on the floor of the congress over oil
conservation?"

"There Is usually some excitement at
most gatherings of this sort," said Mr.
Pinchot. "Anyway, I will give my
ideas, and others will give theirs. It
ought to be an Interesting gathering.".
And Mr. Plnchot walked away.

The former forester is stopping at
the Van Nuys, and leaves Tuesday
morning for Pueblo to attend the Na-
tional Irrigation congress.

CHINESE FROM NORTH
MAY START TONG WAR

Ten Mongolians Arrive and Cause
Alarm Among Residents of

Local Quarter

Gunmen from the Suey Sing tong in
San Francisco arrived in Los Angeles
yesterday. There were ten of them.
Within half an hour of the time they
had left the train at the Arcade depot
they had secreted themselves from the
watchful eyes of the Chinatown police
in the network of narrow alleys.

A twenty-day truce between the Hop
Sing and the Suey Sing tongs of San
Francisco Is in progress, but expires
October. 5. Twenty-four Suey Sing
men and four Hop Sing men have been
shot and wounded or killed in the
streets of the northern city. The San
Francisco police are watchful and the
police of this city fear Los Angeles
may be selected by the Suey Sings for
the next blood drawn. The arrival of
the gunmen yesterday sent a stir
through police headquarters, and
through the narrow alleyways of the
local Chinatown the patter of many
soft-slippered feet echoed and many
doors slammed with resounding bangs.

The trained eye of the Chinatown
police noted an absence of Hop Sins
and Suey Sing men on the streets yes-
terday and last night. They do not
fear an immediate outbreak, they say,
as the truce is not yet at an end, and
Prince Tsal Hsun, uncle of the Chinese
emperor, is in this country. The
Chinese consul, the Chinese Six com*
panles, their benevolent association
and the Chinese chamber of commerce
were prominent In obtaining the truce,
between the warring tongs.

4 TOWNS RIVALS FOR
GOVERNMENT HARBOR

(Special to The Herald.)

SAN ANTONIO, Tex., Sept. 25.—Ac-
cording to the' authorization of the
last congress the board of army en-
gineers is now on the Gulf coast in the
vicinity of Aransas pass for the pur-
pose of locating the exact site for the
new deep-water port for that vicinity.
The board of engineers is composed of
the following members: Lieut. Col.
Lansing H. Beach, Maj. Charles S.
Riche, Maj. Henry Jarvey, Maj. P. E.
Mclndoe and Maj. George H. Powell.

The United States government has
already built Jetties extending far into
the Gulf at Aransas pass. The pass is
a narrow waterway between two
islands and has already twenty-one or
twenty-two feet of water. Just inside
the pass is about forty feet of water,
landlocked «nd well protected. The
rush of the water through the pass
at the receding of the tide is such
as to constantly deepen it so that the
beginning of the port is assured.

Three towns are applicants for the
location of this port. Corpus Christ!,
which lies about twenty miles from the
pass across Corpus Christ! bay, is
anxious for a channel cut through
Turtle Cove and over the bay. Rock-
port, which lies about fourteen miles
from the pass, is anxious to have tKe
channel cut to that place, and the town
of Aransas pass, which lies across
Harbor island from Aransas pass it-
self, wants a channel that is already
cut through the island deepened, and
still another group wishes to have the
port at Harbor Island, claiming that
deep water being practically already
there will make this the cheapest. It
is expected that the board of en-
gineers will recommend one of these
locations.

It is also believed that the govern-
ment plans somewhere in this vicinity
a. naval base to be used in conjunction
with Port Sam Houston, which will
soon be the largest army post in Amer-
ica, as a strategic point for moving
troops In case of foreign troubles.

OSKALOOSA, lowa, Sept. 25.—Swift
retribution overtook William Boston to-
day after he has shot and fatally
wounded Susan L. Osson, aged 29, at
Cricket, lowa.

Pursued by friends of the woman,
who had Jilted Boston, the man fled
through a wood and attempted to
board a moving train. Out of breath
and unsteady through fear, Boston fell
under the wheels of the train and was

Several of the

foreign aviators have signified their
willingness to come to the January

meet for a comparatively small guar-
antee, as they are impressed with the

success of last year's meet.

swiftest flyer and one of the Britisn
representatives in the international
aviation meet, advises the Aero cluD
that he will come for his expenses be-

tween New York and Los Ange es.
Claude Graham-White, whose partici-
pation in the October meet at the mo-

tordrome was sought, writes that he
will be unable to visit the coast until
November, but he is expected as one
of the stars in the January meet.

FRENCH JOURNAL ADMITS
U. S. RIGHT TO FORTIFY

PARIS, Sept. 25.—The Temps in dis-
cussing the intention of the United
States to fortify the Panama canal, ad-
mits the right of that country to do so
and attributes the disquiet in England
and Japan on this score to the real
purpose of the American government.

After pointing out that the treaty
of 1903 reaffirmed the article in the
Hay-Pauncefote treaty of 1901 to facil-
itate the construction of the canal,

guaranteeing that the Qanal shall be
free and open and that no act of hos-
tility shall be committed within it, the
Temps draws attention to the signifi-
cant omission from section 1, article 3,

of the treaty of 1901 of the words, "the
canal remaining open in time of war,
even to ships of the belligerents."

This provision is included in the Con-
stantinople treaty with reference to the
Suez canal.
