NEW YORK, Sept. 28.— world's

money market responded again today
to the strain of preparations for the
coming October settlements. The pri-
vate discount rate was higher in Lon-
don, Berlin and Paris, and the resulting
demand for remittance from Now York
caused a responsive advance in the for-
eign exchange rate here. The rise.in
the London discount rate was sharp.

Today $900,000 in gold was withdrawn
from the sub-treasury for shipments to
Canada. The sub-treasury account
shows a balance against the banks for
the week already of $5,464,000, and that
Institution had a credit balance at tho
clearing house today of $434,706, fore-
shadowing a considerably larger cash
loss by the banks tomorrow. The act-
ual surplus reserve of the banks on
Saturday having stood at but $17,577,000,
the \u25a0 necessity follows of shifting of
credits.

CHICAGO. Sept. 28.— wheat market was
a narrow and listless affair, lower early and a
little firmer later. Trade mostly local, but

affected somewhat by foreign conditions. Short
selling was a little too free early and popular

sentiment much one sided. Some of the early

sellers bought later. Manitoba exporters claim

that best bids from abroad are 2o to 3c below
workable limits. No claims of export sales
were made by American exporters. Southwest-
ern receipts were a little lighter than they
were, but still larger than a year ago. North-
western receipts were much smaller than a
year ago. The shortage almost exclusively at
Duluth. Shipping call for cash wheat here
was slow. Minneapolis reported flour sales
extremely poor and Duluth claimed that coun-
try sales were increasing. The closing small
rally was thu outcome of free covering by
shorts today, which on such a narrow market
absorbed offerings sufficiently to make the local
scalping crowd cover on sales made today.

Some further rally may follow this covering,
but unless cables show Improvement It prob-
