MARKETS ENTER
ON A NEW STAGE

Bank of England Takes Measure
for Protection of the Re-

serve Situation

STOCKS LESS AGGRESSIVE

U. S. Steel Meets Sufficient Offer-
ings to Beat Down an At-

tempted Raise

[Associated Frets]

NEW YORfe, Oct. 18.—The specula-
tive movement in stocks showed signs
today of entering on a now stage. Be-
sides the normal profit taking move-
ment, which interrupts every advance
sooner or later, it was evident that the
course of the London money market
was exerting more influence on the
operations in the stock market than
heretofore. The heavy drain on the
Bank of England gold supply from
various sources, including Egypt, In-
dia and the continent, prompts the
Bank of England to take measures for
the protection of Its reserve situation.
Indicating an early advance in the of-
ficial discount rate.

There Is nothing In the published
banking returns to indicate how far
New York borrowers have been resort-
ing to London In financing the present
movement In stocks. These bank
statements, published since the open-
Ing of October, show an actual con-
traction of loans by the clearing house
banks In the sum of *41.706,800. The
expansion of loans, of the trust com-
panies and other banks In the same
time amounts to $44,344,700, indicating
ii little more than shifting of existing
credits from one quarter to another of
the New York money market. Whether
on account of a changed attitude on
the part of the foreign money lenders
than from other causes, the measures
for advancing prices of stocks were
less aggressive today. United States
Steel maintained its prominence In the
dealings, but it met sufficient offerings
to .beat down the price when attempts
were made to lift It. Reading and
Union Pacific, which were second only

to United States Steel In activity,
shared in the heavy tone of the stock
until the last few minutes of the ses-
sion, when the three stocks wore
pushed forward to the highest prices of
the day in concert.

Bonds were easy. Total sales, par
value, $2,550,000. U. S. 4's registered
advance 1-4 and the coupons 1 per cent
in the bid price on call.

Seaboard reported ocean freight en-
gagements for 550,000 bushels Manitoba wheat
for continental shipment. There was no news
to account for the market's quick rally at the
last Some of the larger shorts had covered a
good deal of wheat on the extreme break, and
after rallying- about Vie. from the bottom the
balance apparently all wanted to get In at the
same time.

Corn weakened materially early, making new
low levels for the crop, but rallied later to
about yesterday's closing level. Early selling

was speculative and somewhat overdone. Of-
ferings were absorbed at the decline by larger

shorts and new Investors and the market re-
flected it In the scarcity of floating supplies
during recovery. The country is selling far
less corn this week than last and the trade is
expecting a lighter run next week. As in
wheat, the rally was tn a concerted effect on
floor shorts to get in.

Oats went to yesterday's low level early,
rallying quite sharply later. Buying was of an
important sort, largely by conservative short
sellers of larger class who had begun selling

|o to We higher up. Country sales have
dropped off materially.

Provisions were stronger and higher early,
following strength in hog» and lighter hog
receipts. Later there was some easiness in
sympathy with grain, May longs realizing, and
the demand not so good. The market reacted
from the top.
