HALT IS CALLED
IN SPECULATION

Stocks' Advance Encounter Ob-
stacles Which Result in Ir-

regular Tone

FINAL PRICES LEFT LOWER

Call Loan Rate Unaffected and
Time Money Market Is

Somewhat Easier

(Auoetated Proaa)

NEW yORK, Oct. 31.—The advance
(n stocks, which wan pushed with vigor
during the earlier portion of the day,
encountered gome obstacles which later
resulted In a hesitating and Irregular
tone.

A retrograde movement In the latter
part of the day left final price* lower
than the previous day's close. How
far the halt In the speculation -may
have been due to misgivings over the
money position did not appear in any
action of the money market itself.

The call loan rate was unaffected and
the tone of the time money market It-
self was called somewhat easier. Esti-
mates of the week's currency move-
ment, however, Indicated another sub-
stantial impairment of the caoh hold-
Ings of the banks through the renewed
demand from the interior. The sub-
treasury absorption proved smaller
than last week, reachingonly $1,217,000,
but the total decrease, with the interior
shipments included, was much larger,

some estimates running to over $5,000,-.
000. The probability thus Is the only
way the banks can have- avoided an
Impairment of the surplus is by con-
tinuing the policy of transfer of loans
to the trust companies. The process
serves to keep up the banking posi-
tion on its face, but the encroachment
on available supplies of credit is going
on, even though no actual increase of
loans occurs.

The London discount market was
strong today, and the effect was to
carry foreign exchange rates another
degree nearer-, the level of profit on
gold exports. This combination of cir-

cumstances bearing on the money mar-
ket position seemed to arouse the so-

. licitftde of the speculative element.
The pronounced pressure against the

copper industrials gave color to a sup-
position of clearing in market senti-
ment between great financial groups.
The decline In coppers was in sympa-
thy with sharp advance In London price
of the metal, which was accompanied
by a corresponding advance in the price
of copper securities in that market.
Reports of labor troubles on the Mis-
