Speculation Shows Disposition to
Adopt Reserved Attitude

Pending Developments

COPPER LOWER IN LONDON

Sub-Treasury Operations With-
draw $1,800,000 from N.

Y. Banks for New Week

NEW YORK, Oct. 24.—The specula-
tion in stocks showed a disposition to
nclopt a waiting attitude, with In-
creasing wetikneas today, pending: the
working out of developments in the
money market abroad and the con-
firmation of reports on which the re-
cent advance in stocks was based.

Tho most influential of these re-
ports have centered about steel trade
matters until some of tliom have
\u25a0rained Indeflnlteneii nince they first
boKan to I"1 Heard and have lost some-
thing of credibility and of influence as
a result. For Instance, the statement
took explicit form today that the inter-
state commerce commission will per-
mit the roads to adance freight tar-
iffs to the extent of one-half rates
specified in the applications, although
the decisions of the commission in de-
tail will not be announced until Feb-
ruary.

The efiv-cr was to arouse suspicion
in the speculation where confidence
had been shown toward the valuer
surmises of the probabilities of final
terms for the railroads in the decision
on rate advances. The course of money
mid exchange rates did not offer .strik-
ing developments, but tho belief that
higher money rates were probable held
the slock market operations in check.
