ENGLISH SYSTEM IS ATTACKED

Financial Experts Discuss Money
at Academy of Political
Science Meeting

(Associated Fress)

NEW YORK, Nov. 11.—Criticism of
the emergency currency program
adopted by the congress at last ses-|
sion was offered by J. Laurence|
Laughlin, professor of economics 1n
the University of Chicago in an ad Iress
today before the Academy of Political
Science at its thirteenth annual meet-
ing.

Discussion of a central bank,
showed that members of the academy |
are divided as to the eflficacy of such
an institution, and an attack upon the
English financial system by Joseph
Johnson of the School of Journal and |
Accounts of New York university, |
were other happenings.

““‘Bank notes would not be
for reserve,” said Professor 1
in discussing bank noteg and le
power, ‘“‘Such a device is helpful in
times of panic, but it does not hit at
the fundamental sources of financial |
instability.

“There is no difference of opinion as
to the necessity for an elastic cur-
rency, but emergency circulation is
of minor importance. The great need
in time of panic is the ability to make
loans possible for depositors.”

Professor Johnson in criticising the
Bank of England likened it to an an-
imal, ‘“powerful in the front legs and
weak in the hind legs.” He said the
British system was strong on the de
posits side and weak on the circula-
tion side.

bias.”

“Currency reform is the most im-
portant issue we have., The country
for a time will apear prosperous and
contented, but with all our resources
we are internationally considered a

source of danger.
“The American people have learned

much in the last three years. They
know that no permanent reform can |
be accomplished unless we have a

central bank., The emergency currency
measure bearing the names of Aldrich
and Vreeland has not vet been tested,

WANTS MORE POWER FOR
ARRDYO BRIDGE WORK

Board of Public Works Demands
Ruling on Right to Build
Outside of City

Reluctant to act unless it has the
proper legal authority, the board of
public works yesterday held up the in-
struction of the city council that the
city engineer confer with other engin-
eers interested in the construction of
the bridge across the Arroyo Seco at
Pasadena avenue. The board first
wants the city attorney to say the city
has the right to pay one-fourth the
cost of the construction work ‘before it
takes part in the plan.

The bridge is not in the city in any
part, and former rulings have been, to
the effect that the city has no power
to pay for_construction work outside
its jurisdiction.

When the South Los Angeles main
sewer was bulit through the city of
Vernon it was necessary for the legis-
lature to pass an enabling act. It may
be necessary for similar action in this
case. The board is not in any way
opposed to the concrete bridge, but
wants to be sure it is right.

OFFICIALS SEND NEWS
OF CRUELTIES BY TURKS

Disarmament of Macedonians Is
Attended by Scourging

ATHENS, Nov. 11,—Official dis-
patches furnish details of the cruelties
perpetrated by order of the Turkish
military committees In the disarma-

ment of the Macedonian pupulatﬁnn.
Bulgarian peasants are the principal
victims, and there seems no reason to
believe that the accounts of their stxf-
ferings, which have been communi-
cated by Greek officials, are open to a
charge of serfous exaggeration. In the
vilayet of Kossovo the flogging of
peasants for the purpose of compelling
them to give information with rvg;grd
to concealed weapons is being carried
out on an extensive scale, and in some
cases death has supervened. The
dragoman of the Ttalian consulate at
Uskub was present at the funeral of
one of the victimsg at Kumanovo.

The consulates at Uskub were visited
by a party of ten peasants, .whose
bodies bore the marks of scourging as
well as of the ropes by which they
were bound to trees. In the district of
Kochane, where martial law was pro-
claimed, the Christian population has
suffered severely. A party of f«)rgy-
nine persons from this district, in-
cluding two priests and five monks,
were brought in chains to Uskub. The
prisoners were scarcely able to \\‘:}lk
owing to the maltreatment to which
they had heen subjected. One of them
related that six peasants had been
beaten to death in his village.

The town of Istib has been surround-
ed by troops, artillery has been placed
on the neighboring heights and all
communication has been forbidden. The
notables of the town, including the
vicar and the Bulgarian archbishop of
Uskub, were summoned before the com-
mittees of disarmament and were
beaten. The vicar, after undergoing
further maltreatment and rcpeutm_] in-
sults, on.the following day committed
suicide. 'The committee ordered the
immediate burial of the body without a
funeral service. About sixty persons
from the town were seriously injured
by flogging, 100 others were also beaten
and the houses of the Bulgarian Chief
Alexandroff and his uncle were burned
down. The disarmament of the Al-
banians in the district of Elbassan is
heing carried out with great cruelty.
The committee is about to inaugurjuto
operations in the districts of Radovish-
ta, Kratovo andAVeles.

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WATERWAY POLICY
WILL BE OUTLINED

Chamber of Commerce in Nation-
al Capital Indorses Rivers
and Harbors Congress

(Special to The Herald)

WASHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 11.—For
the first time in the history of the Na-
tional Rivers and Harbors congress,
whose seventh national convention
will be held in this city December 7,
8 and 9 next, has the financial in-
dorsement of the Washington cham-
ber of commerce been secured.

LLast year the National Rivers and
Harbors congress had 3850 delegates in
attendance upon its sixth convention,
but it is thought by the officers that
upward of 5000 delegates will be drawn
hither during the first week in De-
cember, not only for the purpose of
witnessing the beginning of the last
cession of the Sixty-first congress, but
also to participate in the proceedings
of the great waterway organiaztion
of which Representative Joseph ‘E.
Ransdell of Louisiana is president and
which stands for a “watertvay policy
and not a waterway project.”

RIVER DEVELOPMENT ECONOMICAL

The benefits of a fixed and definite
governmental policy on all questions
are conceded. The improvement of the
rivers and harbors is in no sense a
political question, but .is an economic
question in the truest meaning of the
term. It appeals to all conditons of
trade and commerce and it is a ques-
tion which intelligent public demand
is speeding to a conclusion that ca*;
not fail to be of the utmost possib
benefit to trade and industrial condi-
tions in the United States.

Congressman Ransdeil, who has for
the past ten years been an enthusi-
astic believer in an annual river and
harbor bill and who has in season and
out urged such a policy as a mem-
has come when the hands of the com-
mittee of the house, believes the time
has come when the hands of th com-
mittee of congress dealing with this
suhject should be supported by an as-
semblage in the national capital De-
cember next of such generous propor-
tions as will show congress the neces-
sity for a broad and comprehensive
policy of waterway development.

“There is a growing tendency in the
coyntry,” said Mr. Ransdell, “to build
up strong local orgarnizations every-
where, which is a magnificent thing
in itself, provided these enthusiasts do
not overlook the fact that their local
projects cannot be carried through
successfully unless the great national
policy of their parent organization be
adopted by the federal congress.

“The work that the National Rivers
and Harbors congress has been doing
has been a work of love, and yet it
needs the help of.local organizations as
it does of trade bodies as well as indi-
viduals to make it as it aims to be
nationally educational in character,

“The forthcoming convention should
be the largest in our history, for there
is much yet to be done before a na-
tional policy of waterway improve-
ments is written into the statute books.
‘We have yet much to yield and much
to acquire before we realize our aims
and every organization of whatever
character should lend a hand in the
work we have been doing, to the end
that sporadie appropriations for widely
separated projects may be abandoned

MILAN, Nov. 11.—Sixteen Sardisian
brigands, under the leadership of the
notorious chieftain Tolsana, held up
a train in the wild, mountainous coun-
try near Ogliastra, but through want
of foresight succeeded in seizing upon
booty to the value of only $1000.
