In addition to Severance the prison- |
ers are Frank G. Watrous, president |
of the banana company; Oliver W. |
Simmons, secretary and treasurer; |
William I. Sanders, president of the
finance company, and H. L. Harvey. |
Thesge four were taken in araid on the |
concerns cf finance. Severance was |
arrested in Brooklyn. |

When W -trous, Simmons and San-
ders were arraigned before a 1'11110(11
States commissioner all denied the

charge of fraudulent use of the mnl~.
‘Watrous was held in $10,000 bail and |
the others in $2500 each. Harvey and |
Sanders alone gave surety. i
. According to the federal authorities, |
the Bl Pro:resso Banana company was |
projected in January, 1909, by Watrous, |
who was living in Denver at the time.
The company was organized under the
laws of Arizona and with its head-
quarters in Phoenix, Ariz., and branch
offices in Houston, Tex., has been s.~11-
ing stock in what is described as al
banana plantation at La Ceiba, Hon-
duras.
