AMERICAN PETROLEUM
OPERATES TEN STRINGS

Doheny Company Is About Ready
to Bring in Several New

.'\u25a0, Wells at Coalinga

•The American Petroleum company
Is running ten strings of tools on its
property In the Coallnga field. All
the holes are down below 1500 feet and
a number of the wells ready to bo
brought in.

The Boychester Oil company, drill-
ing to the south of the field in an en-
deavor to open up new territory, is
down about 3000 feet, in 18-21-15.

Coallnga Blue Moon Oil company, in
6-21-15, is drilling its No. 1 at about
2650 feet.. Confidence Oil company, 31-19-15, has
No. 1 down 1350 feet.

De Luxe. Oil company, in G-21-15, has
its No. 2 down to 2650 feet.

The Esperanza Oil and Gas com-
pany has a well drilling at about 1350
feet.

The Empire Oil company, 32-19-15,
lias two wells drilling, both below
2500 feet.

The Nevada Petroleum company has
six wells drilling in 30-20-15, one in
20-20-15 and three in 18-20-15, or a
total of nine wells.

" The Kern Trading and Oil company
Is running seventeen strings of tools.

The Standard Oil company is operat-
ing seven drills in 28-19-15.

California Oilfields, limited, is run-
ning nine strings of tools and opening
an old hole. It recently completed two
\u25a0wells, one good for 275 barrels and the
other 200 barrels of 22.5 gravity oil.
The production of the limited is re-
ported about 350,000 barrels a month,
most of which is taken by the Stand-
ard Oil company.

The Castle Oil company, in 4-20-15,
is drilling No. 1 at about 2750 feet.

The Blair Oil company, in 14-21-15, is
drilling close to 1200 feet.

The Golden Crest Oil company, drill-
ing In 12-22-15, has a hole down about
8300 feet.

LEASING SYSTEM BOOMS
POLAND CREEK CLAIMS

PRESCOTT, Ariz., Dec. Poland
Creek, in the vicinity of Turkey sta-
tion, on the Bradshaw Mountain rail-
road, is experiencing an era of pros-
perity in silver mining through the
leasing system, the results creating
\u25a0wide interest and general discussion.
All operators are said to be making
money and many claims are being
opened with good results.

Nellis & Cleator have at the depot
one car of ore that lias been taken
out of the old Brooks mine, which
goes to the smelter for treatment.

The Silver Chord, which is owned
by ex-Sheriff Lowry, is under lease
and tho output is said to be satisfac-
tory. One carload has been shipped
to the Needle.3 smelter and In a few
days another will be ready.

Two leasers are also at work on the
Thompson mine and are meeting with
results.

On an extension of the Peck Pete
Giroux and T. W. Jenkins are report-

ed to be taking out a grade similar to
the bonanza ore of early days.

All of the mines are silver producers,
and while the veins are small their
heavy values give remunerative re-
turns. The district is said to be a
veritable haven for lessees, and with-
out expection ail are making money.

KERN RIVER BRIEFS

No wells are drilling on the prop-
erty of the Bankers Oil company, in
the Kern River fleld. It has twenty-

seven wells pumping with an output
of about 30,000 barrels a month.

The Kern River Oilfields, limited, a
corporation which some time ago
bought the holdings of the Imperial
and Thirty-three Oil companies, is
running six strings of tools. Wells on
this property are completed in a com-
paratively short time, the depth being

between 700 and 800 feet. Small wells
result, averaging fifteen to twenty-five
barrels a day, but the output holds
up steadily.

The Boston Petroleum company, in
20-2S-28, is about ready to bring in its
No. 14.

The Bardole Oil company has a well
flown, about 1450 feet in 3j-_.-_7.

The London Petroleum company,

'drilling in 8-28-28, has a hole down
1185 feet.

The Cleveland Oil company has one
drilling well at 885 feet.

The Consolidated Midway Oil com-
pany, in 21-28-28, is drilling No, 6,

One well is producing a small amount
of oil used for fuel on rue drilling
well, and three wells shut down.

The Petrol* Development com-
pany (Santa Fe) is drilling one well
and lias another suspend' at 5156 feel,
being- the deep test on the bluffs.

SECURITY PULLS CASING

BAKTCRSFn.I_r>, Dec. 2.—-All the
ten-inch casing has bet pulled from
the Bum Security's well on section
29, 11-23. and the drillers" are now pull-
ing tho twelve-inch easing, which will
leave the hole, now lend feet deep,
temporarily without any casing.

The plan a few days ago was to
pull only the eight-inch and ten-inch
and then hove tie twelve-inch down
past all tho water sands. However,
when the ten-inch casing was pulled
out it was found that there was a hole
In the casing far down toward the
riotttom. It was figured out that this
hole was caused by a boulder from the
outside denting the casing' an.i form-
ing an obstruction on the Inside which
was drilled off or worn off by the
tools. Tie finding if this hole probably
explains why the attempt to shut off
the water by grounding tho ton-inch
casing in clay was not successful.
