Polytechnic high school, barred from participation in inter-
scholastic games by a special dispensation of the school faculty, will
meet Iheir oldtimc rivals of the Los Angeles high school in a rugby
game for the local championship on Bovard field this afternoon. It
was only after long and laborious efforts by the school artists of per-
suasion that the permission to play today's contest was granted, and
the temporary setting aside of the rather irksome code has imbued
the Poly rooters with something of the old-time spirit.

DAN M'GANN, FORMERLY
WITH GIANTS, IS DEAD

American Association Ball Player
Takes Own Life with Revol-

ver—Motive Not Known

man of the New York Giants, commit-
ted suicide today. McGann was found
in his room at Bosler's noted at 4
o'clock this afternoon with a bullet hole
over his heart and a revolver In his
hand.

lie had been dead several hours. No
one had seen him since last midnight,
when he was apparently in the best of
health. A maid, entering the room this
afternoon to clean it, found the body.

McOann last season was with the
Milwaukee team 01 the American asso-
ciation, and it was understood efforts
were being made to secure him for the
Louisville team for next season. Ho
far no cause lor his suicide has devel-
oped.

Although known throughout the base-
ball world us "Dan," McGann's name
was Dennis. A brother, whose name
was Dan, committed suicide lust sum-
mer ut Midway, Ky., where he had
U en station agent of tho Louisville &
Nashville railroad for many years.

McOann was single, about 3S years
old, and was born and reared at Shel-
byville, Ky.
