The Hoosac Mountain has been penetrated.The last barrier against an

l(.' uninterrupted passage from one side to
the other was completely removed, and
a few minutes latter the parties which

m had entered from opposite sides were

1-1 shaking hands on the western side of
s» the breach.

whatever at the opening, and no public

Starvation In Iowa.

A Harrowing Rlory of Poverty anil
Suffering.

A citizen of Iowa has written to the
Des Moines lleyistcr from Jefferson,
that State, a sad story of tho hardships
and sufferings of many of the settlers in
the North-western portion of that
State. He says: " I have jnst had a

long interview with a former soldier
comrade, now a homesteader in Osceola
County, and from him learn something
concerning the present and future
wants of the hundreds of good people
making themselves homes in that and
other counties. It will be remembered \

that in 1872 good crops were raised in
that section, and that all had plenty 1
and to spare. In the spring of 1873,
every preparation was made for a great
crop of small grain, and it prospered J

June, when the grasshoppers came, and
the fields of waving grain were made
desolate.entirely ruining the crop. A
great many homesteaders at once left,
realizing the coming of the present
condition of matters. But hundreds of
families had not the means at command
to pay their expenses of travel, and
hence were compelled to stay. A little
corn was saved in some sections, but of
very inferior quality. Plenty of hay
was made, of the best grade, so the
stock will at least have that much for
support. But as to the people? My
informant makes this statement:
" Nearly every man is poor.very poor,
and a great majority are ex-soldiers of
the Union, with young families to support.When the grasshoppers took the
crops, we did the best we could for the
coming winter. We went to the lakes
and caught barrels of fish, but wo did
not have the means to properly care for
them; so they spoiled. Stock was

sacrificed to the sharks that infest our

section, at the next to nothing of a

price, and many of us have thus eaten
up and worn out the horses and workcattlethat had been our main stay.
We could buy no fuel, and when I left,
twisted hay and rank reed grass was

the only fuel nine-tenths of the people
were using. Much sickness prevails,
brought on by a long abstinence from
wholesome and nutritious food. One
family I know of has the father down
with the rheumatism, three out of six (

children were down with the measles,
while the mother was about worn down i

herself. Corn-meal, grated from frost- \
bitten nubbins, was the only food in ^

the house, if the sod and board shanty
may be called such. The people bear 1

with each other, and mutually extend <

aid as much as possible. One young I
man from Jasper County, who happens .

fn ho n frond shot lias vnliantlv taken
upon himself the task of keeping all in- 1
valid families supplied with meat, wild !
game, and the day I left brought some

geese and ducks to the family I have
mentioned. But that will soon end,
with cold weather. You want to know j
what they need ? They need everything.fuel,clothing, and provisions. 1

The women and children are suffering
greatly already for the want of cloth-
ing. I know of several women who
died soon after giving birth to children
because they could not have even the
common luxury of a cup of tea, or any-
thing nutritions to aid thera in regain-
ing strength, coupled with the want of
proper bed covering. The most of the
counties can extend no aid, for the
reason that thieves have been running
the affairs, and have stolen all, just as

tbey did some years ago in Clay County.
Many families will leave oh foot,having
sold their cattle or horses to keep them
alive. Some general way of relieving
those who must remain must be put in
operation right away, else the first snap
of real cold weather will send many a

good man or women or child to death.
frozen, because they will be so weak
and emaciated that they cannot stand
the rigors of winter, even in its weakest
appearance." The person who makes
this statement I know to be reliable.
It will be seen from this, then, that aid
cannot be sent too soon, and that a

general plan of relief must not be delayedlonger than necessary.

Indian Eloquence.
The Pall Mall Gazette doubts if one

of Mr. Joaquin Miller's Imlian acquaintancesgave utterance to sucli inflated
rhetoric as " The whites were as strong
as the ocean, the red men like sand,
helpless, silent, run upon, and swallowI
ed up." But this sort of grandiloquence
is familiar to Americans who have lived
on the frontier of an Indian country.
When the lawyers puzzled old Red
Jacket about intricate questions of law
in relation to land claims, he walked
out in front of the judge, and with a

piece of chalk drew two concentric circleson the floor of the Court House.
Passing his walking club slowly around
the outer circle, lie said: " Within that
bound is the white man's knowledge,"
and then describing the smaller one, he
said, " Within that bound is tho In-
dian's knowledge," and resting a momenton his club, ho wound up his
argument hy saying, " And beyond
those two bounds the Indian knows as
much as the white man."
Indian morality is often of a strange

order. A certain officer of United
States dragoons was robbed and mur-;
dered many 3'onrs ago by the Potawata-
mies. A trial at a civil tribunal failed
to bring the offenders to justice, though
every circumstance pointed to their
chief, Dowagiac, as the principal offender.At last a bright 3 oung lawyer
hit 011 a stratagem to get at the truth of
the matter. Dowagiac was sitting
gazing at the judge, counsel, and jury,
by turns, in the most stolid manner,
when Mr. W., of Detroit, sprang 111 an

excited manner to the chief, and asked
in a loml imperative voice, " Dowagiac,
did you kill Capt. Jefferson ?" " Yes,"
said the Indian solemnly, " Dowagiac
did kill Capt. Jefferson, but Dowagiac
won't lie."
Indians can brag, too. Tipsy old Big

Kettle, in the streets of Buffalo, once
defied the rabble in this way: "Ale's a

great tighter; me's a big Indian ; Lake
Erie my farm, big Buffalo creek my
father, Gen. Porter my aunt! White
man cau't tight Big Kettle ; too much
fifjuaw; too much darxml."

To Find Water.
Persons about to travel over great

deserts or along a sandy seashore might
take a lesson from the native African as

to the best method of obtaining a drink
in puch places. The operation is de;scribed by Livingston as follows: "The
women tie a bunch of grass to ono end
of a reed about two feet long, and insertit in a hole dug as deep as the arm
