2. The duty of protecting this right in «ll
the common Territories throughout their ter—
ritorial existence, and until they shall be ad-
mitteed a3 States into he Union, with or
without slavery, as their Constitutions may
preseriba,

3 A like recognition of tha master to have
his glave, who s eseaped from one State to
anvther, restored and  “deliversd up” to him
and of the validity of the fugitive slave law
enacted for this puppose, together with s de-
claration 1hat all $fhte luws impairing or de-
feating this right are violations of the Con
stilution, and are consequently null and void.

It may pe objected dhat this constFuiction of
the Coustitution has alreadv been seltied by
the Supreme Court of the United States, and
what mere aught Lo be required? The answer
is, that n very large proportiow of the people
of the United States .ulill contesl the correct—
ness of this decision, and nevep will eease from
ueitation and gdmit its binding foree until
clearly established by the puople of the severul
States in their sovereign charneler. Such an
explanatory amendment wonld, it is believed,
forsver terninnte the existing dissensions and
resigre peace and harmony nmong the States.

It ought not to be doubted that sueh an ap—
peal to the arbitrament established by the
Constitution itself would be received with fa-
vor by all the Btates of the l‘-onfcderney. In
any event it ought to be tried in & spirit of
conciliation Lefore any of these States shall
separate themseltes from the Union,
