BOUTHERN POSTAGE ACT.

The most important action of the South-
ern Congress, on the 24th inst., was the re-
moval of secrecy from the following report
and bill :

Mr. Chilton from the Committee on Pos-
tal Affairs, made the following report:

The Committes on Postal affuirs having
coutidered of the duties assigned them,
have instructed me to submit of following
report, and the bill accompanying the same.

The Committee have mainly directed
their juquiries to the question whether,
without material inconvenience to the puh-
lic, the Post office Department of this Con-
federacy can be made self-sustaiving.

The Committee find, from the latest and
most relinble means of informativn of which
they have been able to avail themself, that
the excess of expenditure over the receipts
of this Department in the six States com-
prising this Confederacy, for the fscal
year ending 30tk pune, 1859, wa« $1,660,-
595.83. Tliey have not been nble 1o ab-
tain the report of such receipta wnd vx—
penditures for the lust fiseal ye r, Lot they
presume thaahove furnishes an npraoxin.
tion sufficiently acewate for the  prodivar
of our present action.

To provide for this deficit, your Comir-
tee would suggest thar the rates oty g
may be incressed, A proposed by (e wee |
companying bill. By this hili iy
mate an increase of rl‘m-i]mi u[npmximuﬁng
$578,874.83.

They believe that a saving can be offo—
ted by a change in the mode of letting ot
miail contracts, adapting whal is ususliny
called ‘the star-bid system.! Praviding all
due safe-gunards for the celerity, certainty,
and security of the mails but withou! «ther |
restrictions as 10 the mode of transpoita-
tion. In this way vour Committee sre
statisfied that the expenss of mail rrauspor-
tution may be reduced, tnv 33% per cent.
upon the present cost, say $91g.033.

They are furtber of vpinion that there
should be a discontinuance of numerous
routes, the cost of whicl is greatly dispro-
portioned to their convenience, sand the re-
ceipts of the offies supplied by them. In
this way they belleve a saving of 1-10 of
the present coat of transportation may be
attained, say $206,344,

The service upon many of the routs may
without materisl detriment, be changed,
daily routes reduced to tri-week!, &c., at an
estimated reduction of, say $206,344,

They would also recommend the abolish-
ing & number of minor post offices, which
ozcasion vonsidernble expense without cor-
responding profit or convenience. In this
may-a eaving to the Department might he
reudily secured to the amount of, say $50,-
000.

Wine was only to
be bad at the whaps of the apothecaries,
where it wan roll asa cordial ; snd to nde
in a two-wheeled enr alung the dirty, rag-
ed atreets, was reckoned & grandeur of ro
enviable a nature that Philip t%e Fair pro-
hibited the wives of witizens from enjoying
it. Inthe reign of Henry VIIL of En—
gland, the peers of the realm carried their
wives bekiud them on hurseback when they
wenl to London ; and in the sama manner
took them back 10 their country seats with
hoods waxed linen over their heads, and
wrapped in mantles of ¢loth, to secure them
from the cold
