GOVERNOR'S MESSAGE.
Exgcurive DrrarrMesT,

... Columbia, November 23, 15803,
Gentlemen of the Senate and Iouse of
Representatives :

- Since your Tast annual meeting, the on—
emy has obtained possession of Port ITud-
son, Vicksburg, Chattancoga nnd Morris'
Island, not, however, without paying dearly
for his possessions; and a second time
have onr Lroops cvacuated Penusylvania
and  Maryland,  though not defeated.
Tere i4 in this vo cause for despoudency.
Ho is this day relativeiy weakar thas he
was boforo those eveuts, his armies being
widely separated and further from  their
buses of supplics, whilst the Coufederacy is
relatively stronger, our armies pursessing
the facilities for more rapid conceutration
by interior lines, anl being nearer their
bases of supplics. The great battle of
Chickamaugn, in which somo of Carolina's
noblust sons have fillon, has illustrated the
tiuth of this proposition. Beyond the
p-ints obtained, he has made no “real pro—
gress towards the accomplishment of his
purpose—the subjugation of the South,
Ovur Larvests have beon bountiful, our
country healthy, and our people have been
rendered, il possible, more united and re-
tolved by the vandalism of eur foes. Tl
siego of Charleston, now far advanced into
its fifth month, conducted with a power
and range of metal and destructiveross of
projectiles, hitherto unknown in warfare,
and a malignity that respects neitker sex,
age or cundition, has shown_to our enemies
that they will probably never place their
uolLalowed feat upon the soil of that brave
old city ; but, if they do, it will be only
when they have reduced it ton henp of
ruine.  Sumter, held with a gallantry and
a tenacity which will immortalize its noble
defenders, is now in ruins, butis vet a giant
in its powers of resistenco. To the West of
the Mississippi our troops have gained im-
portant advantages., In Tennessee the en-
emy's forces are besieged in Chattaisooga
aud driven from Knoxville, and the army
of the Potomac stands ready to give him
another Fredericksburg reception. It be—
Eooves us, however, nol to relax our efforts,

L. « zenergy and perseverance aic es—
sential to success. A bitter and wily foe
watches our very movement, prepared to
take every advantage. Our people have
counted the cost, and have determined up
on independence or annibilation ; it is ours
to leave nothing undone to sceure the ob-
ject of this revolution. Never was tho re-
mark more applicable, that ¢ha price of
liberty is eternal vigilance. The State
Legislatures have no unimportaut part to
play in this great drama, They can nid
the Confederate Government by assisting
in clothing the troops, in repelling the raids
of our enemies, and in feeding the fumilies
of vur soldiers in arms. In all meacures
which you in ycur wisdom may ndopt,
losking to the successful issue of this great
struggle, you may, gentlemen, Tely upon
my hearty co operation, ;

The supp'ying of slave labur for coast
defences has proved perplexing. Our en-
ergelic State Agent, whose repoit is here-
with transmitted, bas done all in his power
to enforce your acts ou tns  suljact. DBut
the system has not furnishied all' the Inbor
which the pres ing emergencies ut Charles-
ton required. The Confederate General
felt the necessity of impressing, in Septem-
ber last, additional Iabor te sceure the
safely of the city. This action, 1 did not,
under the circumstances, hesitute to ap~
prose. It woull scem that no system
imposing  penialties, is likely to secure
equality and suceess, The patriotic send
their slavea; others will pay, if the fine is
not too hieavy, or take the chances of es—
cape Lhrongh (he courts.  Much complaint
is made of the mismavagement and treat
ment of the negroes; of their detention in
violiog U the contract and tha law, and
that <o wany sitizens furmsh no laber al
sl Tha itret complaiat, [ am sorry lo
believe, thers is foundation for; but” the
remsdy for tho'evil is  diffieult nnd must
necessarily rest with the Confederate au-
thorities,  Tho second, I have bheen given
te uni'erstand, arises from the inability of
the Stato authorities te replaco the lnbor
at the end of the month, The third, is the
result of a radieal defect in the system
itself.  If lubor is sti’] te be furnished, and
Uhave no intimation that it will mot be
needed, (s0 long #s tho coast is invaded,
and there is nedd of it, it ought to be fur—
nished,) the plain which will secure the
greatest equality, in my judgment, is to
authorize the Governor or State Agent, or
the Confederate General commanding the
department, if it is preferred, to impress
throngh the Commissioners of Reads, for
two months’ service, the equal proportion
of every sluveholder owning more thay one
road baod. My acquaintance for some
years past with the organization of these
Bonids, leads me to believe that they
would fairly and impartially discharge the
duty and furnish the labor ‘premptly.
