preceding this day, and vow reside in the

am twenty-one years old ; that I have not
been disfranchised for panicipation in aay
rebellion or civil war against the United
Stutes, nor for felony committed agninst
the laws of any Swinte or of the United
States ; that I have never taken an oath
as o member of Congress of the Umted
Slates or as an officer of the United States,
or as a memher of any State Legislature,
or . an exceulive or judicial ufficer of any
State to support the Coustitution of the
United States, and afterward engnged in
insurrection or rebellion against the United
States, or given aid or comfort to the ene—
wies thereof; that I will fithfully support
the Constitution snd oley the laws of the
United States, und will, to the best of my
ability, encourage others so to do. So
help e God ;" which oath or affirmation
may be adwinistered by any registering of-

proper nutrimeant, from the sowing of
the sced in the bod to the full perfec.
tion of the head ; and a eabbage thus
grown is quite different from one
which is sufferod to stand balf its time
wanting the prepor nutrition to bring
it to perfection. Sow Drum-lead and
Bergen’s Flat Duteh for the principal
autumn and winter crops. IKeep the
arparagus beds clean from weeds, as
Lhey are very injurious. Those who
have given it proper attention may
now enjoy in perfection this delicious
and nu'ritious vegetable.

Plant thn principal crops of squash—
es, cucumbers, and melons, tumaltoes,
and beans,

Mulons will require the ground to
be well manured with good, decom-
posed manure. Prepure the holes by
muking the ground deep, rich, and
light, by the addition of some good
vegetable mould, and, after preparing
the Led by u slight clevation, givea
light top dresaing of leaf-mould or old
saw-dust to prevent baking. Noth~
ing is more injurious to these tender
plants thun to pormit the ground to
Lake about the young plants. Siir
the soil alout them ufter every rain;
and should the bugs affect the plants,
put, carcfully, a little Peruvian Guano
arvund the plants.

Plant successiunal crops of beans
frum the beginning to the cluse of the
month. Be careful in selccliag good
kinds, such ns are tender and sweet.
| This, however, is to be found out by
cxperience. )

arrowfat peas and late varietics
should be well worked and mulched,
by covering the epuce betwcon the
lcaves, rotten straw, &o. Apply this
t+fier a good geason, and the crop w;ll
continue much longer in bearing.
Plant Okra now lor tke regulur crop.
Onions —Keep them cloan and well
hoed, and thin them out if too thick,
according to the use for ii_hichhthe
crop is intended.
Parenips, carrots, and beats, may
still be planted this month. The best
soil is & rich loam; incling to sand ;
but if the ground be .well and" I.hpr—
oughly manured, ploughed or trenched
deep, and polverized finely, -they will,
suceeed in any eoil.

"Fnt.her" whero is the hand saw 7"
inquires Jams Brown. “Why do you
ask, James 7 it is where it always is,
whan not in use, banging on the hook
near the window, 1a the tool-room.”
James goes, where ho should have
gone at first, and he finds it in perfect
trim ; and he puts it back again in its
place, when he is done with it, know-
ing that he will get a sound repri-
mand if he does not return it to its
place.

Now, do but repeat what wo have
often said, that on the farm thero
should be a place for everything, and
everything in its place. There is mo
use in trying to carry on a farm or
anything else well, without system
and order. And the care of tools is an
imporfnt part of that system. One
cannot accomplish much without a
et of tools, larger or smaller—as for
borrowing them unnecessarily, that
should bo regarded next to stealing
them. And the purchase of tools
ehould be followed up by a scrupu-
lous use of them. A tool-room 1s a
grent convenience. It may be an
apartment by itself in the carriage
house or wood-house., Here let there
be a row of pegs for saws; there is
the bench for planes; yonder is a
drawer with separate compsrtments
for screws, washers, nuts, rivets, &c.
Here is a place for bolts, there for
chains.. T'he hammers, chisels, sorew-
driver, auger, broad axe, adze, files—
all have their appointed locality, and
are kept there and no where else.—
