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ANECDOTI'B OF PROFANENESS,

After his marriage, Jobn Bunyan,
who had previously lived in neglect
even of the forms of religion, fell in
eagerly with tho religion of the Es-
tablisbed Church, but he did not throw
off the habit of profane swearing,
I'or, somo timo afier, be met with u
humiliating reproof from a woman
who was not herself of good' charne-
ter, but who protested tbat his sinful
profanences mudo bLer tremble, and
that ho was able to spoil all the youth
of the town wbo came inlo bis com-~
pany. “Atthis reproof,” says Bun-
yan, “I was silenced and put Lo secret
shamo, and that too, as I thought, be.
fore the God of heaven; wherofore
while I stood thero hanging down my
head, I wisked that I might be a little
child again, that my _ futher might teuch
me Low lo speak without that wicked way
of swearing ; for, {houg]nh I, L am so
ncenstomed to it, it is vain for me to
tliink of a reformation, for I thought
that could never bo. But how it was
[ know not, I did from this timo for-
ward 8o leave my swoaring, that it
was a groat wonder to myself to ob-
serve it, and whereas before I knew
not how to speak unless I putan oath
heforo and another bebind to make
my worda havo authority, now I could
without it spealt better, and with
moro plcnsantnnss than ever 1 could
beforo.”

“This cordial wish, 80 touchingly
expressed,” says one of his. biogra-
phors, “soems to have been the first
genuino emotion of penitence in his
heart—such as the terrific alurms of
an awukencd conscienco had failed to
produce.” 1
Henry Young Stilling, was the son
of & poor man, bulf tailor, half school
waster, in s small village in Westpla-
lia ; and this poor, weals, unfrionded,

MOZARTS OXEN WALTZ

I

The sensitive nature of Mozart, that
swoetest of all musicinl composers, is well
known, 'The slightest discord produced. in
liim severe irritation, snd when engaged
in musical composition, lis feelings grew
80 intense that be almost Jost gonsvious
ness of all goiog on around liim. A story
is told in Whitney's Musioul Guest which
strikingly illustrates this. Mozart was
engaged in arranging ore of the most
beuutiful airs in an opera ha was compo-
sing, when the butcher called for his pay,
which hiad long been due. In wain his
wife endeavored Lo attraot the attention of
the wrapt artist, who scribbled away ut
terly uuconscious of ber presence.

‘She ran down stairs, with tears in her,
eyes, telling the butcher that her husband
could not Le spoken to, and that he must
come another time, But the man of
blood was not ensily to Le daunted —he
must have his bill settled, and spesk with
Mozart himself—and he would not send
him anothier ounce of meat. ITe ascended
the stuirs. Mozart, distantly conscions
that.something had ‘passed in Lis presence,
had continued pouring the effasions of his
faotasia on paper when the heavy footsteps
resounded in the liall, Ilia stick was at
hand. Without turning Lis ejes ffom the
sheet, be beld his stick against the duor
to keep out the intruders,

“Dut the steps were npproaching, Mo-
zart, more anxious, hurried as fast as Le
could, when a rap at the door demanded
permission Lo enter. The effusion was in
danger of being lost. The . affrighted
composer cast & figitivea glance at bis
stick—it was too short, With anxiety
bordering on frenzy he lobked around the
room, and a pole standing behind the cur-
tain caught his eye; (his he seized, lL.1d
.ing fv with all his might agalnst ‘the door,
writing like fury all the while. The knol
waa turned, but the polo withstood the
first effsrt, A pause succeeded. Wonlds
were heard on the staircass, and tha in—
truders renewed their cflurts the second
Lime. Dut the stiength of the composer
seemed toincrcase with lis anxisty.—
Tiarge drops of perepiration stood on his
forehead. Stemming the nnle against Lis
lef. breast with the fun.e uf despair, he
still kept out the visitors. He' sicoceded
but for 8 moment, yet il was a precivus mo-
ment—ihe delightful sir was poured upon
the paper—it wus saved !

“ ‘Mr.- Mozart," suid bhutcher— :

¢‘Halt! haltl’ said the composer, seiz-
ing the manusoript, and” Imrr;ing toward
the pianoforte.
