OLIVER JOHNSON.

I have been acquainted with Oliver
Johnson for about twenty-fiv- e years,
and have been aware of his connection
with the press ever since I have been
In Hrooklyu. We had that degree of
relationship which existed among anti-slaver- y

men before the war. I never
at auy time said to Tilton that in my
judgnientitwhs hetterto havesome per-
son on the Christian Union who could
handle the scandal. I never said I
could not trust any of my editors with
it. He never said to me he could rem-
edy the evil, nor did lie suggest Oliver
Johnson as a fit and proper person to
take hold of it. This is a stupid lie
and falsehood. I never took his coun-
sel about the employment of Oliver
Johnson in any manner whatever. I
remember giving to Moulton the sum
of ir 5,000. In the mouth of May, 1873,
preceding the fact of payment of this
money 1 had a conversation about it
with Moulton. He inquired about my
own affairs ; lie chatted about how the
paper was getting along, its receipts,
and the value of the stock. Moulton
said Tilton would break down if ills
friends did not help him over the bar.
He would have to give up the paper.
I always said I was williugto help him
with both bauds and voice. At an in-

terview with Mouitou touching the
prospects of Tilton, one evening iu the
Illicit parlor of his house, lie drew out
of hi pocket a letter, a check and two
time drutts for sums of two or three
thousand dollars. He also read puss-age- s

from a letter, saying: "This was
all the money they could have at pres-
ent." 11-- then brought his hand down
on the table with emphasis and said:
"Tnat's what I call friendship." This
person was a lady who sent tlio letter.

I understood from Moul-
ton that tins publication was Lot dis-
pleasing to Tilton. Moulton told me he
had a devil of a time Willi him, as he
was angry about the publication, and
was going to publish a card about it
that evening. I told Mouitou I hud
about reached the end of my patience,
and that if Tilton wanted to publish a
card lie could do so.

1 WAS UNDULY EXCITED
For a clergyman, and made remarks
that werenioreeniphalic than prudent.
Moulton ssid lie could stopTihon from
publishing a card in the EarIn that
night, and I told him to go to the
Earlc office and see Kinsellu. On the
same day I wrote a card of resignation.

When this interview was in my mind,

THE RECESS,

The witness said : When I stated that
my resignation would follow uny pt

at publication, and when I made
the proposition of resignation, I in-

tended to do so,
AS SURE AS THE LORD LIVES.

The publication of that card would
at once cause an Investigation by my
church; they would put moon tri.il,
and it would destroy that church, aud
I could fight it better, or make any ex-
planations as u private man than as a
pastor in that church.

A feeling of depression was over me
when I said I thought I was near the
end of my life. After the publication
of the tripartite agreement 1 had no
interview with Tilton, in which he
said he did not wish to be put in the
light of a man having been forgiven
by me for some crime; nor did lie
threaten to publish a card. Mr. Moul-
ton did not say to me that if 1 publish-
ed my resignation it would appear in
the light of an actual confession of the
crime. In May, 1871, 1 first had an
interview wilh Mrs. Moulton. Mr.
Moulton was there. I asked him if his
wife was aware of the trouble, and he
said she wa- -, and I HU'i?estcd that a
woman's advice would be necessary,
and that Mrs. Moulton from provi-
dential circumstances was tho very
Woman. 1 expressed grief to Mrs.
Moulton about the troubles, mid she
responded iu such a way as won mv
gratitude. She said she would do till
she could for Mrs. Tilton's comfort. 1

wrote in terms of encouragement to
Mrs. Tilton and told her to rebuild her
house and (toil would take c:iro of tier
and the children. Uy " the kiss of in-
spiration," Mrs. Moulton gave me 1
meant it was a token of conscience
not the ordinary kiss of conventional-
ity. It seemed to me that, as 1 have
seen It in poetry, it was

" A HOLY KISS."
I did not return the kiss because I

did not want to ofl'end her sense of
delicacy. I often weut to Mrs. Moul

ton's after Moulton had gone to the
warehouse, and I would go up tUirs
and He on the lounge aud we would
talk on dill'ereut subjects until his re-
turn. The court adjourned.

The Nashville papeis report Satur-
days proceedings of the Tennessee'
Uaptist Convention atnoiigother things
as follows :

Iu ucC'Tilance with a resolution ad-o- p

td upon the day previous, the Ten-ti- e

ee H.iptist Convention met at9
o'clock yesterday morning, and engag-
ed for hulf u:i hour in religious exerci-
ses.

Special playeis were offered for the
revival it. w iu progress in the First
liaptlst Church, ami J. E. H. Mays,
'l o led the services, pleaded earnestly

for Christian bur iiony, and asked that
all pray for earnest seekers at his little
church iu Knoxville.

J. W. Thomas, of Nashville, was
nominated for Treasurer, and no other
nomination being made, he was elected
by Reclamation fur the ensuing year.

The Convention unanimously resol-
ved to meet at Jackson next year, on
the Friday before the second Suuday
in April.

The President, T. T. Eaton, was se-
lected us delegate to the Ueneral Asso-
ciation, ami J. E. H. Mays, W. D.
Mayfield. William Hlieltoii, H. Lan-dru- m,

O. C. I'ope, W. A. Nelson, A.
D. Phillips, J. M. Phillips, M. B.How-
ell .and J. W. Thomas were appointed
delegates to the Southern Haptist Con-
vention at Charleston, South Carolina.

Kev. W. A. Nelson staled that the
General Association of Middle Teunes-seeau- d

North Alabama had, at a call-
ed meeting upon the day before, been
merged into theState Cou veution, and
the minutes of that meeting were, up-o- h

being read, ordered to be transcrib-
ed upon the journal of the State Con
vention, and the Chair decided that
such delegates were entitled to seats in
the Cou veution.

The Committee ou Constitution re-
commended that article 3d iu the con-
stitution be so changed as to allow
each church a delegate for ever five
dollars contributed instead of one, and
this was so ordered by the Convention.

Also article 6, referring to the work
of the Convention, was, upon the sug-
gestion of tiie committee, changed so
a to make it (lie duty of the Conven-
tion to promote the missionary and
Sunday school v. oik of the Church, aud
giving it power to report commis-bioner- s,

said uommissiouers to report
at the pleasure of the Convention.

The report further recommended
thai ihe Convention appoint u Com-
mittee of five fioui each division of the
State, all to act together as au Execu-
tive lioard, but each to have the dis-
bursing of its own funds, each to con-
trol afluiis ill the different sections of
the Slate.

The first two amendments to the
constitution were adopted, but a pro-
tracted discussion ensued upon the
third, which occupied the remainder
of the session.

The President lead communications
from Prof. S. Y. Caldwell aud Itev.
W. E. Ward, invitiug i he Convention
to visit ihe city schools and Ward's
Semiuuiy, and on motion both invita-
tions weie accepted.

ThcCoiniiiittt eou Education report-
ed, but the report was recommitted,
with itisiruciiuns to the committee to
find out tho educational facilities of
Ea.-- t Tennessee.

Man in the Diluvial Period.
The question was lon since raised,

wh-th- er traces of human existence had
been, or were in !e, found ill the sand
and gravel of tiie Post-Tertia- or Diluvial
period, which immediately preceded the
present. Some affirmed the finding of
such remains in these, and the contem-
poraneous deposits of certain eaves, while
most geologists rejected such statements
us erroneous, or, at best, unaiithenticated,
plausibly urging that am dent animal and
recent human remains might easily have
become Intermingled. And such re-
searches were discredited and discouraged
by Cuvicr's magisterial dictum, that man
did not exist in the Diluvial period, and
that it was, therefore, vain to look for
evidences of his existence.

Some twenty years ago, however, M.
Boucher de Perthes discovered a quantity
of rude stone implements hi tbo diluvial
gravel-bed- s of Abbeville. Ill the valley of
Soininc, hi intimate connection with
bones of mammoths.

This discovery attracting much atten-
tion, In 1Su8 the French Academy of
Sciences sent to the spot a coimnitteo of
investigation, composed, be it not forgot-
ten, of men utterly skeptical as to the
fact at issue. This committee, strength-
ened by the accession of several English
geologist', worked lour and carefully at
its task, and the Academy's discussions
upon its reports were earliest and
thorough ; yet, the result was the com-
plete continuation of De Pertbe's reputed
discoveries, and of the conclusions he ha J
drawn therefrom. Cuvier was confuted;;
the existence of man in the Diluvial periud
was established. Similar discoveries in
the open country aud caves of Ocrmiiuy,
Spain, Italy, England, ltelgiiun, anil- es-

pecially Franc", followed in rapid succes-
sion.

We can not mention, much le-- s de-
scribe, all the localities hi which have
been found the closely conjoined remains
of man and of animals, confessedly be-

longing to the drift or Diluvial period.
We shall di eus. only a few ot the many
eases, of which we may safely alllrui that
the often eu-- y ami cou'inou mingling of
a:u lent it!i recent remains could not
have occurred.
