The text of the letter of Jlisbop
nouiget to the Montreal Gazette on
the Uuibord case is as follows:

For the llishopoonsidershlmself in du-

ty bound above all others to see that the
mortal remains of the faithful chil-
dren of the Church rest together iu
peace, overshadowed by the Redeem-
er's cross, till that last day when, call-
ing all men hack to life, He will
judge them with the full pageantry of
His might, and rentier lo every one
according to his deeds. If, therefore,
fresh efforts are made to introduce the
aforesaid body into the consecrated
preclude, I request all Catholics to re-

main i(uiet like true children of the
Church anil loyal subjects of Her
Majesty the Queen. I exhort them,
at the same time, to unite their prayers
with mine, with those of the clergy,
of the religious houses, and of every
pious family, to obtain from the
Father of all mercies that these events
turn to the advantage of religion.

2. As far as circumstances allowed I
had sought the protection of the mu-
nicipal authority that all in its power
might be done to prevent demonstra-
tions of violence, which, however just
the intention of prompting them, are
always very much to be deplored.

3. I have to return thanks to Provi-
dence that the meeting ou this occa-
sion was little mure than a mere popu-
lar protest iu favor of the revereuce
due to the dead who have slept in the
Lord, and subject to the sacred laws of
tiis ( hurch.

4. I deem It time to invite every one
toshru petitions to the Queen begging
of Her Majesty to enjoin that the
rights possessed by the Catholics of
this large city, not to he molested m
the exercise of their holy faith, be re-
spected by all those whom Providence
has called to share her royal authority.
