marck, as templated by this ordi and
in any substantial manner fail to comply with
the provisions of said ordinance; then and in
that event the said Henry A. True shall forfeit
and surrender any and all rights, privileges and
franchises conferred or granted by this ordi-
m“."
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Dignitaries at Glendive.
W. C. Andrew, who ts the Brad

Smith paper house, of Mioneapolis, Minnesota,
came in Friday moroing on the first through
train from the west since the storm in the
Little Missouri try that hed out 1
miles of track. While the track was being
repaired, the trains from the west halted at
Glendive, which caused a congregation of noted
men such as that town has never before seen.

A claim was interpo-ed
by Mr. E. T. Winston, of Bismarck, to a por-
tion of this tract which be had located prior to
the Merrill location and had filed scrip upon
in the Helena land cffice be-
fore that in Miles City bad been established. As
the Winston claim represented a strip of land
between the railroad depot and the Yellowstone,
extending close to the Merrill hotel, the milita:

No. 1 northern spring—Be sound,well cleaned,
weighing not less than 58 pounds to the bashel
and be composed of hard and soft varieties.
No. 1 spring--Be sound, well cleaned and
weigh 58 pounds to the bushel.
No 2 hard spring—Be sound and reasonably
clean, compesed mostly of Scotch fife wheat and
weigh 56 pounds to the bushel.
No. 2 northern spring—Be sound, reasonably
clean and weigh not less than 56 ponnds to the
bushel and be posed of hard and soft varie-
ties of wheat.
No. 2 spring—Be sound and reasonably clean
snd weigh 56 pounds to the bushel.
No. 3 spring—Comprises all whest fit for
warehousing smd not good emough for No. 2,
weighing not less than 52 pounda to the bashel.
Rejected apring—Comprises all wheat fit for
warehousing. but too low in weight or otherwise
for No. 8. All wheat slightly damp will be re-
ported as “ao grade,”’ with inspector’s notations
as to quality and condition, or too damp to be
considered safe for warehousiog, or bas any
considerable admixture of foreign grain or seeds
or badly bin-burnt, whatever grade it might
o‘therwise be, is p! d “cond d,” with
inspectora’ notes as to quality and condition.
Rioce wheat will in no case be inspected higher
than rej Wheat taining any mixture,
however light, of rice whest (sometimes termed
goose wheat, or “California”), shall be graded
rejected however high it might otherwise grade.
No.1and No. 2 northern spring are new grades
bhere. No.1and No.2 hard rules are closer
drawn than before. There is no change in win-
ter wheat rules.
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An Important Land Decision.

It will be remembered by mavy in Bismarck
that when the road reached as far west as the
Little Missouri country, there was a scramble
for the land where Glendive now stands. In
fact it had been covered by different parties
with various kinds of script, even before the
road had penetrated the country beyond Bis-
marok. When the road reached the pointin
question Gen. Lewis Merrill made arrange-
ments with the railroad whereby the company
received half the townsite, which was platted
and sold. BSoon after other parties appeared on
the scene, among them E. T. Winston and W.
B.Sbaw, claiming the validityof their title to
the land. The matter has been before the local
land officers at Miles City, and the Miles City
Journal of the 23rd gives the following as the
decision in the case:
