EXPOSITION GBOUNDS, NEW ORLEANS, Dec. 
16 —The day for the inauguration ceremonies 
at the World's exposition open d bright and 
cheerful. At 11 o'clock Governor McHenry, 
of Louisiana, Major General Glynn, command­
ing the state militia, members of their staff in 
uniform, members of the state legislature, 
foreign consuls and several hundred invited 
gue3ti assembled at the St. Charles hotel and 
proceeded to the grounds with the procession. 
The Washington artillery began firing a salute 
of 100 guns and tbe procession moved towards 
the spacious building where the inauguration 
ceremonies were carried out in accordance with 
the previously announced programme. The 
following address of President Bichmond was 
read by Commissioner Broiidhead: 

To the president of the United States:—The 
present occasion is in cousummacion of the 
enterprise inaugurated in conformity to an act 
uf congress passed less than two years ago and 
authorizing the holdirg of a World's Industrial 
and Cotton Centennial Exposition under the 
joint auspices of tbe United States National 
Cotton Planters' Association and this city. Its 
location, New Orleans, was then selected AS a 
site tor this world's exposition and in June,1888, 
thirteen commissioners, composing a board of 
management, were appointed by the president 
of the United States and at once entered upon 
the discharge of their duties. At an early date, 
however, it became manifest that the liberality 
of individuals of the city and state would be 
inadequate to meet the requirements of the 
aver mere sing magnitude of the undertaking, 
a c >rdingly an application' for aid was made to 
the United States through congress, resulting in 
obtaining that generous assistance which has 
materially contributed to the accomplishm nt 
of the purpose contemplated from the com­
mencement. It was determined that 
nothing should give local or sectional character 
to tbe great work, bat that it should be as it 
truly is, a national and international exposi­
tion, and consequently today are assembled 
here representativ. s of all nations in the world, 
side by side with those of our own national 
government and of every state and territory in 
tbe union. All have contributed examples of 
r.heir resources and their progress in this won­
derful collection of industrial commercial, ed­
ucational and artistic objects is now open to the 
inspection of the world. How much of good 
Khali result from the means of instruction here 
furnished is beyond mortal power to measure, 
but certainly not the least benefit to be de­
rived from this exposition will be the closer and 
more friendly intercourse of our own people 
with those of other countries, the development 
of common interests and the firmer establish­
ment of peace in oar own country. 
It. will be the monument of an era 
of nnity, interest . of harmony and 
good feeling, destined, it is believed, to endure 
as long as the continent itself shall exist. I 
now present to you this exposition ready, as our 
best effoita, with tbe brief period at onr 
command have-been able to make it, and for 
tbe degree of success attained we appeal to a 
gener< us judgment. * * * * * 

In reply, President Arthur made a brief ad 
dress, declaring the exposition open, which was 
at once telegraphed to New Orleans. It is as 
follows: 

In the name of the people of the republic, I 
congratulate tbe citizens of the southwest in 
tbe:r advancing prosperity as manifested by the 
great international exposition now about to 
open. The interest of the nation in that sec-
tion of our commonwealth has found 
expression in many ways, and nota! ly in 
tbe appropriations for the improvement of the 
Mjssissppi and by a national loan to promote 
tbe present exposition. Situated as it Is at the 
gateway of trade between the United States and 
Central and South America, it will attract tbe 
attention of tbe people of neighboring nations 
to the American system and they will learn the 
importance of availing themselves of oar pro­
ducts as we will of theirs, and thus not only a 
good feeling bat profitable intercourse between 
tbe United States and the states of Central and 
South America will be promoted. The people 
also of oar own country thus brought closer to­
gether will find in this exposition of competitive 
industries, motives for strengthing the bonds of 
brotherhood. Railroads, telegraph lines and 
submarine cables have drawn much nearer the 
nations of the earth and an assembly like this of 
different nations, is promotive of 
good will and peace and while it 
advances the material welfare of the United 
States, extends to those from foreign countries 
who visit ns on this occasion, a corn if 1 welcome. 
Now, at tbe execu ive mansion in Washington, 
in the presence of assembled representatives 
of friendly nations of the world, ofsthe presi­
dent of the senate, of the speaker of the house 
of representatives, of the chief justice and 
associate justices of the Supreme court, 
of a committee from each bonne 
of congress and of members of my cabinet 1 
again and in their name congratulate the_ proi 
meters of the exposition upon the auspicious 

inauguration of the enterprise which promises 
such far reaching results. With my best wishes 
for the fulfillment of all its great purposes, I 
now declare the World's Industrial and Cotton 
Centennial Exposition open. 

(Signed.) CHESTER A. ARTHUB. 
The president's remarks were received with 

applause. Remarks were then made by Senator 
Logan on behalf of the congressional com­
mittee. At the close of his remarks, the 
president at ten minutes past 3 o'clock, touched 
the button of the instrument and started the 
machinery in the exposition building. 

When he concluded the sentence declaring 
the World's exposition now open, President 
Arthur closed the electric circuit and the 
machinery was put in motion. At the same 
moment a large portrait of the president was 
placed in position on the center platform and 
greeted with applause. 

All for Love, 
CHEYENNE, Wyo., Dec. 16.—Benito Duren 

shot Mrs. Avila Sanchtz here today and then 
shot and killed himself. Mrs. Ranch' z and her 
husband came here from Colorado six months 
ago. The hasband is employed on a sheep 
ranch ard Duren worked as herder on a neigh­
boring ranch and was on intimate terms with 
the family and'in love with Mrs, Sanchez. He 
came to town last night and it is thought that 
this morning he tried to induce Mrs. Sanchez to 
elope with him. and when she declined shot her 
in the back. The ball perforated the right lobe 
of the lung and she died tonight. Duren's 
death was instantaneous. Both were Mexi­
cans. 

No Seduction of Bates. 

CHICAGO, Dec. 16.—The Times will say tomor­
row that at a meeting of the western and north­
western roads, today, to oonsider complaints of 
shippers, especially those of Iowa, that the rates 
for transportation remain too high in view of 
the low prices for grain, it was almost unani­
mously decided not to lower rates. Argument 
was made that during the period when the 
prices of grain were unusually high freight rates 
were not advanced; that the market value of 
farm products has nothing to do with the rates 
for their conveyance to market. Two local Iowa 
roads were the only ones favoring a reduc­
tion. 

Washington Sews. 
WASHINGTON, Deo. 16.—In the executive 

session of tie senate today the nomination of 
McCullogh, to be secietary of the treasury, 
wss further discussed, Senator Biddleburger 
continuing his speech in opposition. The ses­
sion adj ourned without a vote.

American Bicyclist IS.illed, 

LONDON, Dec. 16.—Col. Newton,the American 
bicyclist, while riding a tricycle last evening 
came into violent collision with a cab and was 
thrown to the ground, striking on his head. He 
died two hours afterward. Much sympathy is 
expressed for his wife and daughter. 

Congressional. 

SENATE. 
WASHINGTON, Dec. 16.—The unfinished busi­

ness being the Dakota bill, it was temporarily 
laid aside and debate was resumed on tbe silver 
bill. Senator Beck continued his remarks of 
the preceding day. A debate followed between 
Senators Hill, Sherman and others, when tbe 
matter was dropped. 

The Dakota bill was then taken up. The 
question was on the adoption of Garland's sub­
stitute for the bill, reported from the committee 
on territories. On coming to a vote, Garland's 
substitute was lost by a party vote, ye'as 27; 
nays 31, the democrats vo ing in tbe affirmative 
and the republicans in the negative. The bill 
was then voted on substantially as it came from 
the committee on territories and passed also by 
a party vote, yeas 34; nays 28; th'». republicans 
voting in the affirmative and the democrats in 
thd negative. The bill now goes to the house. 

Tbe bill for tbe admission df Dakota pro­
vides for the division of the territory on the 
forty-sixth parallel of north latitude, the 
part north of the line to remain a territory 
under the name of Lincoln, and the people ot 
the southern portion to hold a convention and 
adopt a constitution not repugnant to tbe con­
stitution of the United States, which proceed­
ings and ^constitution shall be reported and 
submitted to the president of the United States, 
by the governor of the territory, whereapou the 
president shall, by proclamation, declare the 
new state admitted to the Union. The bill 
provides elaborate details as to tbe methods of 
its execution and $20,000 are provided for ex 
penses of the constitutional convention. 

After an executive session the senate ad 
jiurned. 

HOUSE. 

The house was called to order-by Mr. 8pringer 
of 111., speaker protem. A bill was passed 
amending section 3,940 revised statutes, relating 
to forwarding mail matter. It authorizes post­
masters to forward mail matter of the sesond, 
third and fonrth class, on which postage has 
once been paid in full. This rule is now in force 
in regard to mail matter of the first class. 

A resolution was passed providing for a 
holiday recess from the twentieth of December, 
until the fifth of January and the house then 
resumed the consideration of the inter state 
commerce bill. 

A considerable discussion, and action 
upon several amendments and substitutes the 
house pending further action adjourned. 

SENATE. 

WASHINGTON, Deo. 17.—The ohair laid before 
the senate a communication from the secretary 
of the navy, in response to the recent resolution 
of Senator Vest, which inquired whether any 
surveying party had been, or was abont to be 
sent to Nicaragua to survey a route for the pro­
posed canul and if it had been sent, under what 
authority of law. Tbe secretary's reply is as 
follows: 

NAVY DEPARTMENT. 
Sir: Responding to the resolution of the 

senate, I bavs tbe honor to state that orders'have 
be^n issued to Civil Engineer A. G. Menacol, 
Civil Engineer, R. E. Perry and Ensign Wash­
ington I. Chambers to visit Nicaragua and 
make a survey of the route for 
the proposed Nicaragua canal. The 
ment of tbe government to order suchexpedi-
order has been issued in exercise of general 
powers of this department under tbe president 
to issue such orders to all officers of the navy as 
may be deemed for tho public interest. The 
arrangements which have been made con­
template the revision of the survey made on a 
former occasion by Civil Engineer Menacol and 
investigation of any change in route which has 
been suggested as possibly available for short­
ening the canal and diminishing the cost. Tbe 
cost of the arrangement made and contem­
plated in addition to pay and mileage of the 
naval officer is expected to be $1,000 as an out­
fit, and about $1,000 a month during the stay 
of the party in Nicaragua. 

[Signed ] WM. A. CHANDLER, 
Sec'y of the Navy. 

On Senator Vest's motion the letter was laid 
on the table. He said he would call it up at an 
early opportunity with a view to discussing tbe 
proposition advanced by the secretary of the 
navy that the fight was vcst< d in any depart-
tion without action by congress. 

Senator Danes presented a petition, which 
was referred, praying that Bteps be taken to 
prohibit carryi t%' into effect the lease for graz­
ing purposes dii, the Crow Indian reservation 
made with the Indians by a syndicate of capi­
talists and cattlemen. Senator Dawes said it 
was run.ored the lease of three million acres had 
been made for one cent an acre. He bad been 
surprised to find that no information of 
such lease existed in the interior department. 
In order to quiet the apprehensions of the peo­
ple of Montana,be would state that no such lease 
could legally exist without the sanction or ap­
proval of the secretary of the interior, and it 
did not seem to bim (Dawes) possible that the 
secretary could sanction such a lease. It was 
not possible that the interior department 
would consider its duty performed if it kept 
itse If ignorant of the existence of such a 
lease. Whatever might be wrong in the ad­
ministration conld, he thought, be excused by 
saying that the lease did not actually have the 
approval or positive sanction of the depart­
ment'. He'did not mean to refl ct on the in­
terior department, but to emphasize the fact 
that responsibility reatel with the 
department. Vest said he had offered a 
resolution which the senate had agreed to, 
calling on the interior department for informa­
tion as to such lease, but no reply had been 
made. It was extraordinary he thought, that a 
transaction involving three million acres of In­
dian lands should be published in the press 
without attracting the notice of the interior de­
partment. 

A large number of remonstrances against the 
ratification of the Spanish treaty were presented 
and referred. Senator Dawes offered a resolution 
which was agreed to, calling on the secretary of 
the interior for all information in his depart­
ment relating., to leases of the Crow Indian 
lands for grazing purposes and his action there­
on. 

Bills were introduced and referred: By Sena­
tor Van Wyck—to fix the rateB of the transmis­
sion of messages by telegraph west of tbe Mis­
souri river not to exceed average rates east of 
said river to the sea board; also to lix passenger 
and freight rates on railroads running west of 
the Missouri river not to exceed average rateB 
east of said river to seaboard. 

HOUSE. 
The committee on public buildings reported a 

bill extending to $245,000 the limit of appro 
priation for tbe construction of public building** 
at Peoria, 111.; referrtd to committee of the 
whole. 

Mr. Skinner, New York, introduced a bill for 
regulating and classifying the salaries of clerks 
in all first class-postoffices; referred. 

The house then resumed consideration of the 
inter state commerce bill. 

The speaker laid before tbe house a communi­
cation from the attorney general in reply to the 
resolu ion asking his opinion whether the eight 
hour law applies to letter carriers. The attorney 
general says, after reciting the resolution: 

'To this I must rep>y that I cannot furnish 
tha legal opinion required. The authority of 
the attorney-general to give bis official opinion 
is limited by laws which create and define his 
office, and will not permit bim to give advice at 
tbe call of either honse of congress or congress 
itself, but only to tbe president and heads of 
executive departments. Early in the govern­
ment this was established, and suggested to the 
boose of representatives by Attorney-General 
Wirt, and when tbe department of justice was 
created, the law in this respect was not changed. 
Of course, it will be my wish to conform to any 
request the house of representatives may make, 
but such wish I cannot comply with without 
reversing law and precedents heretofore estab­
lished."

PHILADELPHIA, PA, Dec. 17.—The committee 
of councils for considering the question of 
sending tbe old liberty bell to New Orleans 
voted, 13 to 3, that a report be made to council 
with a favorable re"ommendation, authorizing 
the commissioner of markets and oity property 
to take down the bell and directing the joint 
committee appointed to attend the fair to take 
charge of tbe bell and to turn it over to the 
authorities at New Orleans. 

Another Protest. 

CLEVELAND, 0., Dec. 17.—Representatives of 
tbe iron mines of tbe Lake Superior region and 
interests connected with transporting their ores, 
mes today and unanimously adopted a 
memorial to congress protesting against the 
ratification of the treaty with Spain, especially 
objecting to the provision admitting Cuban 
ore free. Eighty<five millions of capital were 
represented at the meeting.

Land Laws and Decisions.

Claimants for public land must always fur­
nish their postoffice addreBB when they make 
their entries. If they fail, the application ia 
returned for amendment, and in the meantime 
the applicant may lose the land. 

Senator Dclph, of Oregon, is movingfor $1.25 
land within a limited area. It is right afld 
should be universal. 

Tbe house hill pending in the senate com­
mittee on public lands for tbe repeal of the 
pre-emption laws, also includes the repeal of 
the timber culture law; also a modification ot 
the homestead law, so that four years residence 
will do and only payment for tbe land after 
thirty months from the date of entry, cutting 
off commutation in six months as at present. 

The president, secretary of the interior, com­
missioner of the general land office and one 
house of congress, all agree that the pre­
emption law must go. Experience supports 
them. Opposition is upelees. What is desired 
in this belt when these radical changes are 
effected, is the $1.25 amendment.

It is 
interesting and closes as follows.

Her object appears to have been to make the 
best use of ber time laboring where she could 
gam the most money, while at the same time 
she was making improvements on her homo-
stead, visiting it from time to time and in­
tending in good faith to make a home of it. 
The fact that as soon as she learned that the 
roof of the shanty was gone, she wished to have 
it replaced, and also had a floor put into it, and 
thereafter, visited the place oftener than before 
she had been in the habit of doing, and this 
immediately preceding the commencement of 
this contest, all tend to show good faith. 

"Whether the ocoupancy of tbe place by 
claimant should be considered a sufficient 
compliance with the law in making final proofs, 
is not necessary at this time to decide, but 
must be left for consideration when such proofs 
are offered. Contestant having failed to estab­
lish his allegation of abandonment, your de­
cision holding said entry for cancellation, must 
be reversed, and said contest dismissed."
