In France the farina is largely used

for culinary purposes. The famed
gravies, sauces and soups of France
are largely inucpted for their excel-
lence to that source, and its bread
and paste equally so; while a great
deal of tho d Cognac import-
ed Into England from France is the
produce of the Potato. Throughout
Germany the samo uses are com
mon.and in Poland the manufacture
of spirits from the I otato is a most
extensive trade.

eign possessions as the produce of
tho Grape, and Is placed on many a
tabln of England as the same; while
the fuiHadius of our general conn
trv perfume themselves with the
spirit of Potato under the donigna
tion Eau de Calogne.
