Ia the following
year be presented his native town of
Danvers with $20,000, as s founda-
tion fund for the *“Peabody Insti-
taute,” which Lhe since increased to
200,000, Ile also defrayed the en-
tire expenses of the second expedi-
tion in search of Sir John Franklin.
In 1857 he made his first endowment
(%200,000) of the Baltimore, Free
Library, t» which he afterwards add-
ed £300.00). Iis donstion of 81,-
790,00 10 improve the coudition of
laboring poor'in London; was made
in 1862 and the systematic charity
which ve then established has been
in successful operation ever sinca
Mr Peahoay's greatest benificence
in this conntry, the Southern Educa
ttonal Fund, was created in 1866,
being at that time 1,000,000, to
which £1,000,000 was added in July
last, the entire annual revenue being
£€130,000. Other sonations are as
follows : To Philadelphia Academy
in Andover, %25000; to the New-
bury Library, #15,000; to brilding
a new church in Georgetown, $100,
000 ; to alibrary in the same town,
£16,000 ; to the Essex Institute in
Salem, %146,000; to the library at
Thetford, Vermont, §5.000; to the
Massachusetts Historical Society,
£20,000; to the Peabody Institute of
Archieologo st Cambridge, $120,000;
to found a Geological branch at
Yale College, $150,000; tothe Mary-
iand Historical Society, $20,000; to
Washington College;-¥irginia, 860,
000 ; to Kenyon College, Ohio, #25,-
000; for a library in Georgetown,
District of Columbia, 815,000, mak-
ing altogether over seven million
dollars. Of his relatives in Ameri,
ca he was not uumindful, distribut
ing among them $1,500,000.

“Life,” it seems that Byron, when a!
Harrow, at the speech-making,spoke
as Latimio, and would have spoken
as Drances, but feared the taunt,

‘THislittle
lame boy was already s poet; and,
itis a curious coincidence that his
great contemporary Scott—who,
when Byron was at Harrow, was

|then about thirty years of age, and

Trelawney, saying, ‘I hope this ac
cursed limb will be knocked off in
the war,” Scott would seem 1o
have accepted his bodily infirmity
with resignsation, Byron with impa-
tience; although both these lame
poets and brilliant contemporaries,
could use their feet, either on the
land or in the water, with such eflec-
tive power. Io the year before the
lame poet, Scott, waa born, there
died snother lame poet, Mark Aken
side, the author of “The Pleasures of
Imagination,” who was as acutely
sensitive as Byron himself to his own
lameness, though from a very differ-
ent canse to that which troubled the
spirit of the wellborn lord. For
Akenside was the son of a butcher
at Newcastle-on-Tyne ; and, when he
was a child, his father's cleaver fell
upon his foot snd lamed bhim for
life. Akenside, therefore, blushed
with false pride, regarding his lame-
ness as & perpetusl reminder of his
lowly birth, Perhaps the most re
markable case ol lameness on record,
is that of Archbishop Land, who teils

us, in bis diary, that he was lamed
in one leg "Dy the bitlng of bugs -

1840, when the Orthopeedic Hospital

Mark Twain's Idea of a Good Letter.

The most useful and interesting
letters we get here from home are
from children seven or eight years
|old. This is petrified truth. Hap
pily they have got nothing else to
talk aboy® bat home, and neighbors,
and family—things their beiters
think noworthy of transmitting thou-
sands of miles. They write simply
and naturally, and without strain for
effect. They tell all they know and
then stop. They seldom deal in ab-
stractions of homilies. Consequent-
ly their epistles are brief, but trest-
ing ae they do of familiar scenes and
persons, always entertaining. Now,
therefore, if you would learn the art
of letter-wriling let a child teach
you. I have preserved a letter from
s little girl eight years ol age—pre-
served 1t as & curiosily, because it
was the only letter I ever got from
