Litzenberger, living opposite, dis
covered, gave the alatm of fire.
Mr. Litzenberger was the first one to
reach the spot, and he discovered
the window open, and the door ol
the safe, which stood directly eppo
site the window, was also standing
wide open. The lire appeared to be
about the center of the front part of

the room, and had not made much
headway. It appeared to barn very
fast, and before' many reached the
spot, the house was enveloped in
flames. Mr. Paul was aroused, and
barely escaped with his life. That
the fire was the wotk of an incendiary
there can be ro doubt Burglars'
tools were found in the ruins near
the safe. The loss is estimated at
about 850,000, upon wheh there is
an insurance ot $13,000. Messrs.
Greer & Son, who occupied an
Adjoining room, saved their stock or

drugs, etc., entire.
Mr. Henderson returned from the

West, yesterday, where he has betn
on a visit.

Not only is this a severe loss to
the parties concerned, but U will be
fell severely by the people of that
village and vicinity.
