FRAUDULENT CHECKS,

If Your Check -;r U;der Is Not Paid
When Presented You Are Liable
To Prosecution,

The following Act passed by the last
session of the general assembly 18 one
of the most wholesome |laws that has
been enacted in many yvears. Husiness
houses and individuals have long been
greatly annoyed by  having small
checks refused paywent when pre-
sented at the bank on which they were
drawn. In many nstances the person
who drew the cheek knew he had no
money there to pay it and simply took
that means of defrauding some person
or firm. ‘That petty practice will now
have to cease,

law that makes it particularly helpful
is that it applies to orders drawn on
gtore, firms or individuals. ‘I'he Act
follows in full :

KILLED BY TRAIN.

George Golliher Cut to Pleces by West-
bound Train Wednesday Night.

George Golliher was run over by the
west bound passenger train Wednes-
day night near Waldensia and instant-
ly killed. He was asingle man and
about 25 years of age.

Gollther was struck on the head by
the limb of a falling tree, while cut-
ting bark trees a few years ago, and
his skull badly fractured. The pres-
sure of the skull on the brain affected
his wind so badly thut he became sub-
jeet to fits and was generally unable to
care for himself. It iz supposed that
ne fell in one ot his fits while crossing
the trestles between Daysville and
Waldensia and the train ran over him.

. BADLY MUTILATED,

Both legs were cut off, the head
crushed and the body much crushéd and
bruises. The body was forced along
the track about 100 feet atter being
gtruck. The train men picked up the
body and brought it to Uzone, where
an inquest was held, which developed
the ~onditions much as here related.

When the train struck the body it
was lying about 35 feet from the west
end of the Waldensia trestle.

The case has been a noted one
and hae aroused interest all over the
country and many telegrams and peti-
tions were presented to Gov.

Be it enacted by the Gen-
eral Asgembhly of the State of Tennes-
see, That eny porson who shall obtain
with fraudulent ivtent, money or olther
property which may be subject of lar-
ceny, or who =nnll obtain credit with
lika intent, by means of a check, draft
or order, of which he is the maker or
drawer, which s not paid by the
be guilty of a misde-

check, draft or order after giving sev-
