The quesiion that arises in the mind
of the farmer ig: How shall he pro-
duce that larger crop with he'p grow-
ing more scarce all the time! The
new dratt law that is claiming the
flower of the country from 18 to 45
years is sure to take from the furmer
his best and most eflivient help. The
crop this year was preoduced under
great difficulties and next year prom-
ises to be much more trying than this
year has been. With four to five mil-
lions of men under arms by next sumu-
mer, which is now the war plan, the
demand tor food will be greater than
this nation has ever knmown. 'The re-
souzaez For prodncing the food needed
have never been so depieted as will be
the case by spring,

In every trying situation that people
as individunls or as uyations have to
meetb there is always a best way lo
meel the problems Lhat arise,

The surest and s=fest way that
geems to offer lor the farmer to meet
the tood demand in the erop next year
seems to thig: Make machinery |
take the place of as many men uas
possible; seed ull thin land to hay and
pasture, so far as possible; put ali the
manure and fertilizer on yougp best
land and cultivate Lhat land to the ut-
most. In working to that end the
greatest possible amount of plowing
should be done this fall. The manure
in the barn should be hauled cut this
winter as fast as made to save time
when planting time comes, FPuat in
every acre possible of cover crops to
help save feed through pastures, and
