Are Part of Valued Cargo Carried to
Near East,

It was a variegated cargo that was
carried to the relief of the people of
the Near Wast on the Steamer Mecurius
that sailed from New York City last
week.

Thirtyy-five motor trucks' sewing
machines, cooking utemnsils, thirteen
hospital vnits with a great shipment
of medical supplies; seventy-six X-ray
outtits, food, clothing and sixty five
delouging machines were included in

the cargo.

Many people are wearing the same
clothing new (in rags) that they bhad
when driven from their howmes by the
inhuman Turks, and are livirg in shell-
torn houses, as many &8s ten and tifteen
people occupying the same room. Une
relief worker cables *'That hundreds of
little ehildren too weak to talk, but
their eyes pleading for bread, tind
their way into this reilef station every
day. Thousands ot these people have
given their liven rather than deny
Christ., Won't the Christian people of
America send assistance at the sarliest
posasible mement?'’
