He knows there were six fine
hogs there by the barn, Mr. Stanley
knows that he acknowledgel in the
presence of Harry Martin, Clarence
Turner, V. C. Lyles and myseli that
he had been feeding this still slop to
his hogs and asked us to let him feed
what was left, which was about 30
gallons. There was also a large
bucket full of this slop in the barn, and
three other huckets in the crib that
had contained still slop, Mr, Stanley
has not given any reason why he had
more than 200 gallons of molasses
stored away on this farm where he
says no one has lived for 3 years.
Mr. Stanley 1§ correct when hestates
he does 1ot live on this farm, but he
has cultivated it this year and has a
good trop on it. This still site was
less than 200 yards of Mr. Stanley's
barn in the same field as the barn, and
in plain view of the barn,

about it as Mr. Stanley seems to have
forgotten all about it as he did some
other things. I have nothing what-
