A frip through most of the graln
growing districts of Western Canada,
and Information received from authen-
tic sources, reveals that the spriag
seeding of wheat, barley and oats Is
finished and the grain is having a most
rapid growth, Men of farming expe-
rience here say that the conditions are
slmilar to those years when there was
an abundant harvest reaped. During
the past year a number of new gettlers
-came into the country, and they will
undoubtedly have a good crop this
year. This added to the normal acre-
-age, made considernbly less by the
1ack of labor owing to the number who
thave gone to the front, will give n
falr general yield. It Is surprising the
;growth that this country Is capable of
Pproducing.

Wheat has this spring germioated
and shown three or four inches growth
in five or six days, and with anything
like favornble weather, harvesting
should ecommence about the 15th of
August, or a little over qne hundred
days from first seeding, Hundreds of
farmers throughout this vast counfry
pald for their entire holdings ont of
one year's crop and it would not be
surprizing If the same experlence met
a grent many more this year,

The best anthorities on the wheat
situation give it as thelr opinion that
for many years to come, wheat prices
will be high, They base thelr opinlon
on a scientific caleulation and thelr
repsoning seems o be sound. Anyway,
it is quite evident that for some yenrs
to come, the producer of wheat will
be amply rewarded for any effort he

The verbens is a low-growing ane
nual, with s decumbent or ecreeping
hablt, ‘The flowers are borne on
terminal or lateral shoots, which Iift
themselves from flve to seven inches
off the ground, and when grown In
mass the plants will form a mat which
in full bloom will giveshe soil the ap-
pearance of having a carpet of flow-
ers. Becanse of the ability of the
piant to form a compact growth and
produce s wenlth of flowers over a
long perlod, the verbena Is frequently
used ns & bedding plant where carpet
bedding effects are desired. The con-
trasting colors in the varieties which
come true from seed allow of securing
pleasing combinations of colors which
are effectlve where low-growing plants
ean be used. The length of stem and
the texture of the flower are such that
the verbena Is of value for bouquets
and table decoratlons.
