Su'meitad to Prevent Undue En-
trance of Cylinder Oil Into
Combustion Space,

Modern Engines Are Carefully Safe-
guarded Against Loss of Oil by
Leakage—Watch for Drippings
and Stop Escape.

Well-fitted pistons and accurately
adjusted piston rings are the only ef-
fective Insurance against the undue
entrance of cylinder oil into the com-
bustion spaces of the cylinders and lts
loss unused, throngh the exhaust, says
one motor authority. The waste of
oil is perhaps the least of the evils

oceastoned by loose pistons and rings,
It ghould be remembered that every
engine which shows an oil exhaust,
when In normal operation, I8 an “oil
waster"

Caution Regarding Piston Rings.

Not only should the piston rings be
well fitted, but it has been found that |
specially formed seraper rings, which
return excess oll from eylinder walls to
the crank ease through holes drilled
in the plstons, are of value, In engines
fitted with ecertain forms of lubricating
gystems, it is possible to over-oil the
eylinders very greatly iff the oll supply
Is carried too high, and this should be
curefully avolded.
