It was not until our kKhakl-garbed boys
went down Into the French trenches
that the bolo knife proved Its right to
be gonsidered “the lost line of defense”
ontl o life-saver to the man whe un-
sheathed it,

Our colored troops display a special
pptitude and affection for this weapon.
The white fighter i inclined to rely
upon his automatic pistol In an emer-
gency 4t close quarters, but the col-
ored man in uniform takes ns notural-
Iy to the bolo kaife as he does to—
wall, as he does to the nome of “Mr,
Jolmson.”

/1ssued to U. 8. Troops.

The bolo knife is issued to our
troops In two slzes—the smaller slze
of the type which Henry Johnson used,
and o lnrger knife employed exclusive-
ly by fleld urtillery batteries. This
latter is practically a short sword,
comparable to the principal weapon
of the old Roman leglonaries, It s
two feet long and welghs between
three and four pounds. Of course, be-
Ing Issued only to artillerymeén who
are not ordinarily actually at grips
with the enemy, It Is intended mainly
a8 a sort of underbrush cutter. But
in the hands of a despernte man fght-
fng for his life it is a terrible per-
sunder.

The bolo is in no sense a trench
ftnife. That I8 Issued to every man
in the ranks and is a special tool not

meant for fighting save at the last
gasp. But the 14-inch bolo knlfe Is
esgentially a weapon. It is issued to
gix per cent of our infuntry forces—
not regularly to every sevcgteenth
man, but as occaslon may require or
the immedinte commanding officer may
direct. Henry Johnson wus glven his
becnuse he wns assignel to particular-
Iy dangerous duty in a listenlng post.
Others may be equipped with bolo
knives—for Instance, ns members of
a special detachment to accompany
ralding forces within the enemy lines.
Thelr work must be gquick, silent and
thorough, From Luneville to Cantigny
the Germans have found it so.

The small arms division of the Unit-
el States ordnance department be-
lieves that the bolo knife has points of
superiority over any. knife in use on
the Ruropean battlefield, else It would
not have been adopted for our use,
