LAWS of the HAWAIIAN
ISLANDS.

CHAPTER IX.

A LAW FOR THE REGULAT ON OF HAWAIIAN
WEIGHT AND MEASURES.

The weights and measures aporoved by the Hawaiinn
laws are those of Mussachusetts The vard, the gallon, the
ton and the pound are all in aceordance with the weights
and measures of Massachuosetts. If weights and measares
| of any one do not necord with these, they are not approved
by this law.

Here follows a full explanstion.

1. If any one speaks of

1 Foot it shall be 12 inches,

1 Yard -~ 3 Feet,

1 Fathom 2 Yaords,

1 Chain 5 11 Fathoms,

1 Furloug 10 Chains,

1 Mile - 8 Furlongs.
2. If any one speaks of

1 Pound it shall be 16 Oances,

1 Quarter e 25 Pounds,

1 Hood. wt. 4 Quarters,

1 Ton 20 Hundred weight.

The weights used in weighing heavy article are thoss of
Maussachusetts.

3. In measuring cloth and such like things, when one

speaks of
1 Nail itshail be 2 1-4 Inches,
I Quarter yurd © 4 Nails,
1 Yard = 4 Quarters,
1 Fathom 38 2 Yards,
1 Pio o 3 Yards.

This measure also is like that of Massachuset!s.

4. In the measurement of liquids, when any one speaks of

1 Pint it shall be 4 Gills,

1 Quart * 2 Pints,

1 Gallon 4 Qnarts,

1 Hogshead 63 Gullons,

1 Pipe = 2 Hogsheads,

1 Ton . 2 Pipes, or 252 gals,

These are the weights and measures adopted in this coune
try, not like those now used in Great Brituin, but like those
formerly used there. and now ased in Massachusatts.

5. If any one uses weights or messures at variance with
those mentioned ubove, and in consequence of such variance
the one with whom he trades suffurs loss. or if he nses them
deceitfully; he has broken this law and sball be dealt wiik
as a thiel.

This law shall take effsct on the first day of Jannary, in
the year of our Lord 18l1. '

This law was enact d by the Nobles of these Hawaiian
Islands, on this tweifth day of November in the year of our
Lord 1840, at Lahaina, Maai.
